Friday Night Classes April 1, 2022
Start Time 18:30

1.  PTSD Awareness for the Fire Service (4 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC: 0868.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up
c.  Description: This program defines PTSD, risk factors for firefighters, 
signs and symptoms to look out for in Fire Departments and what to do if 
one of your members is showing these signs.  Discussion will provide 
students with the tools to make their Departments aware of the needs of 
response personnel in dealing with and discussing behavior wellness
issues. 

2.  Insurance Services Office Program on Rating (4 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC: 9119.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA first day of class  
c.  Description “In this class, you will learn about ISO’s Public Protection 
Classification (PPC) program, the system which ISO uses to review the 
firefighting capabilities of nearly 48,000 fire districts across the United 
States. The primary focus will be on the newly implemented revisions to 
the Fire Suppression Rating Schedule (FSRS), the manual used for 
collecting and processing data for those evaluations. As a result of 
feedback from a variety of national, state and local organizations in the 
fields of fire suppression, emergency communications, water supply and 
code enforcement, ISO has made several key revisions to the PPC 
program, which are intended to reflect current trends in fire protection and 
to improve the predictive nature of the community fire mitigation evalua-
tion process and rating. We will provide a detailed review of these changes
including the introduction of a new Community Risk Reduction section, 
which evaluates Fire Prevention, Public Fire Safety Investigation and Fire 
Investigation. Fire chiefs and community officials can rely on ISO as an 
objective source of information and support. In this important presenta-
tion, you’ll learn what every community should know and 
understand about the PPC program.” Students will only receive a
Cambria County Fire School Certificate for this class.

3.  Air Monitoring Equipment Familiarization (3 HRS) $10.00 Pro 
Board  Testing Available for $25 fee  
a.  FSC: 0439.007
b.  Prerequisites for Course and testing: Age 18 and up, Hazardous 
Materials Operations Level or Hazardous Materials Operations - CORE 
and Hazardous Materials Operations - Mission Specific Personal Protec-
tive Equipment – MUST BRING COPIES OF PRO BOARD OPS CORE
AND PPE CERTIFICATE FOR PRO BOARD TESTING. 
c.  Through lecture and demonstration, this course will reinforce with the 
student the knowledge and skill sets required to operate department 
owned atmosphere monitoring equipment safely, accurately, and 
effectively. In addition, the student will operate and interpret data 
obtained from using department owned atmospheric monitoring equip-
ment on simulated exercises. Subjects to be covered include identifica
tion of the various IDLH atmospheres, procedures for operating depart-
ment owned air monitoring equipment, bump testing and fresh-air setup, 
equipment decontamination procedures, and data interpretation an
 management.

4.  Winch Class (4 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC 0590.007
b.  Prerequisites: 16 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Description: Through lecture and hands-on integrated training exercis-
es, this course will assist the student with safe and effective operation of 
a winch.  Key safety elements will provide risk reduction strategies for 
maintaining a safe and effective rescue ground.  This course was 
developed for rescue/extrication personnel exposed to winch operations 
for the purpose of recovery and stabilization. This course reviews strate-
gic and tactical considerations for winch operations during an incident, 
inspection points for a comprehensive preventive maintenance schedule, 

and critical safety elements.  Through integrated training scenarios, the
student will implement lesson objectives.

5.  Cambria County Coroner – Scene Preservation for First 
Responders (3 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC 0870.007
b.  Prerequisites: This class provides participants with basic understand-
ing of access and control of evidence that may be encountered at a fire 
scene. This course will also address the legal aspects of evidence preser-
vation, personal safety issues, on-scene conduct and documentation 
requirements for emergency responders. The cost of this class is $10.00 
per student. The age requirement is age 16. Students will only
receive a Cambria County Fire School Certificate for this class.

6.  Ropes and Knots (3 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC: 0346.007 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 14 and up 
c.  Gear: PPE
d.  This class will teach the fire fighter how to identify and tie basic fire 
service knots and how to apply the correct knot to lift and lower fire
ground equipment.

7.  Rehabilitation for Firefighters Working in Emergency Environ-
ments (3 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC: 0669.007 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up 
c.  Description: This course is designed for fire and emergency medical 
personnel who are responsible for establishing and operating a rehabili-
tation area for firefighters and emergency service responders at 
emergency environments. The course will deal with how to establish and 
operate a rehabilitation center for emergency providers who are 
operating at an emergency event. 

8.  Small Games of Chance (4 HRS)   $10.00
a.  FSC: 9420.007
b.  Description: The presentation will discuss the current Small Games of 
Chance Act Rule and Regulations, pertaining to the operation and 
enforcement of the local Small Games of Chance Act; legal vs illegal 
types of gambling, various types of permitted Small Games of Chance 
games, Use of Proceeds for holders of Club or Catering Club Liquor 
Licenses versus non liquor license holders; Bingo Laws and Special 
Occasion Permits.  Also, the presentation will address strict liability for fire 
companies and how it effects the companies. Students will only receive a
Cambria County Fire School Certificate for this class.

9.  Arson Awareness for Emergency Response Personnel (AAEP) 
(4 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC: 0735.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up 
c.  Description: This course is appropriate for all emergency responders 
(fire, fire police, police, and EMS) who might arrive first on the scene of a 
fire. It consists of material extracted from the longer NFA course Arson 
Detection for the First Responder and is designed to give essential basic 
information to responders whose duties do not require the longer NFA 
course, or whose time schedule will not permit attending the longer 
course at this time. It will prepare these responders to make observations 
and take actions that will help fire investigators determine cause and 
origin of fires and, where applicable, investigate and successfully pros
cute cases of arson.

Saturday 8 Hour Classes April 2, 2022
Start Time 08:00

1.  Clandestine Drug Laboratory – Operations Level (8 HRS) $35.00 
a.  FSC: 0847.007 

b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up, EBM or Interior Firefighting: Live Fire 
Exercises (ELIF) or Interior Firefighting: No Live Fire Exercises (ELIF) or
Bucks Basic Fire Academy or FF-1  
c.  This program addresses the safety considerations for emergency 
response actions for clandestine drug labs. This course brings to light the 
inherent dangers and exposure conditions often associated with these 
clandestine processes. This program will leave the student with a 
comprehensive overview of best practices defensive response actions in 
order to maintain responder safety. Subjects to be covered include lab 
indicators, establishing work zones, decontamination techniques and 
procedures, associated hazards, and a basic understanding of lab type
and their associated safety issues.

2.  Heavy Truck Rescue (8 HRS) $50.00
a.  FSC: 0622.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up, Basic Vehicle Rescue Training
c.  Gear: TOG or approved rescue gear
d. This program addresses the hazards and resource demands for 
extrication emergencies involving large and heavy vehicles. Addressed in 
this program, are vehicle design considerations, weight distribution 
hazards, payloads, strength points, and special hazard considerations. 
The course teaches the student how to assess, stabilize, and access 
vehicles of greater size and weight. Students will learn how to address 
special resource needs encountered during extrication emergencies.

3.  RAMP Program (Saturday am) (3 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC 9320.007
b.  18 YOA 
c.  Description: RAMP Server/Seller Training consists of training for a 
licensee's alcohol service staff (this includes anyone who serves alcohol-
ic beverages and/or check IDs). All alcohol service personnel hired on or 
after August 8, 2016, who are not RAMP server/seller trained, must be 
RAMP server/seller trained within six months of being hired. Employees 
who are not currently considered alcohol service personnel but are 
transferred into an alcohol service personnel position on or after August 
8, 2016, must be RAMP server/seller trained within six months of assum-
ing their new duties. Any existing and newly-hired alcohol service person-
nel who are currently RAMP server/seller trained must be retrained when 
their training expires. All cashiers selling wine at an establishment with a 
wine expanded permit must be RAMP server/seller trained. If a licensee 
obtains an off-premises catering permit for use at a catered function, 
every employee whose primary responsibility at the catered function is to 
sell and/or serve alcoholic beverages or check identifications of those 
seeking to enter the catered function must have successfully completed 
server/seller training within two years prior to the date of the catered

Start Time 08:00

1.  Hazardous Materials Operations Level Annual Refresher 
Training (6 HRS) $35.00
a.  FSC: 0737.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, Hazardous Materials Operations Level 
or Hazardous Materials Operations - CORE and Hazardous Materials 
Operations - Mission Specific Personal Protective Equipment
c.  Gear: TOG/SCBA or Chemical Protective Clothing with Respiratory
Protection
d.  This course will allow a hazardous material emergency responder at 
the First Responder Operations Level to receive refresher training as
required annually by federal regulation.

2.  Legal Aspects Command Officer (8 HRS) $35.00 
a.  FSC:0931.007
b.  This program is to provide legal issue awareness to Line and 

Command Officers. This program will provide the student with an 
overview of the laws and standards as they apply to emergency service 
managers. Discussions will relate to specific laws and standards that 
relate to organizational operations and service delivery. This program 
places emphasis upon the development of knowledge used by emergen-
cy service managers to achieve an efficient documentation system and 
departmental operating guidelines. This course will include; lecture, 
group discussion, and simulated situation responses.  Students must be
at least age 14

WEEKEND 1 
Saturday / Sunday (16 Hour Programs) 
April 2 & 3, 2022
Start Time 08:00

1.  Apparatus Preventative Maintenance (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC 0505.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by First Day of Class 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: Using lecture and practical exercises, this course will 
provide insight to the need for an apparatus preventative maintenance 
program from an operations, financial, and legal perspective. The course 
contains a review of recommended maintenance practices for both 
chassis components and all fire service related components such as 
pumps, aerials, and hydraulic- powered equipment. The practical exercis-
es include the theory and performance of fire service pump tests to meet 
both Underwriters Laboratories and National Fire Protection Association 
standards. A proper visual inspection of the chassis and related compo-
nents of fire service vehicles will be demonstrated and practiced.

2.  Preparation for Initial Company Operations (PICO) (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC: 0380.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, EBM or Interior Firefighting: Live Fire 
Exercises (ELIF) or Interior Firefighting: No Live Fire Exercises (ELIF) or
Bucks Basic Fire Academy or FF-1
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This course is designed to prepare the student to function 
as a company officer, by developing the skills required to safely and 
successfully managing company tactical operations at structural fires. 
The first in the series of programs designed to meet the needs of fire 
officers and crew operations. This course will provide a basic foundation 
for the management of one or more companies’ development of proficien-
cy in critical skills. Key content includes Roles and Responsibilities, 
Readiness, Communication, Building Construction and Fire Behavior
Factors, and Pre-incident Preparation.

3.  Junior FF Program (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC 0553.007
b.  Prerequisites: 14 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE
d.  Description: Through classroom sessions and practical exercises, this 
course will give the new junior firefighter the ability to perform very basic 
support skills, safely and effectively as a member of a fire suppression 
organization.  This program will cover basic fire chemistry, introduction to 
safety and training, hose construction and loads, personal protective 
clothing, basic ladder identification, ladder carries and raises, portable 
fire extinguishers, and basic equipment identification and application.  
This course does not meet or exceed the PA Essentials of Firefighting 
Program and cannot be used as a prerequisite for any other program.

4.  Flammable Liquids (16 HRS) $100.00 
a.  FSC: 0725.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE & SCBA
d.  Description: The student will learn the parameters of and the proce-
dures necessary to attack and extinguish fires involving flammable 

liquids.  This course will introduce the student to basic fire chemistry, 
characteristics of flammable liquids, parameters of combustion, and 
extinguishment techniques using dry chemical, water, and foam on live 
flammable liquid fires. ESSENTIALS OF FIRE FIGHTING IS REQUIRED 
AS A PREREQUISITE FOR THIS CLASS. STUDENTS WILL HAVE TO 
SHOW A COPY OF THEIR ESSENTIALS CERTIFICATE TO THE 
INSTRUCTOR. Students must be 18 years of age to take the class. 
Students are required to have turn out gear and self-contained breathing 
apparatus. Students are also requested to bring a spare cylinder for their 
SCBA. No students will be permitted to wear beards or facial hair while 
taking this class. A turnout gear inspection will be conducted before doing
any burns. This class is limited to 30 students.

5.  NWCG S 130 Basic Wildland FF Training – PA DCNR (32 HRS) 
$140.00 (class will run on Weekends #1 & #2 - April 2, 3, 9 & 10) 
a.  FSC: 1903.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: see description below
d.  Description: This 32 hour course addresses the foundational skills 
universal to all wildland firefighters and will run on Weekends #1 & #2 
(April 2, 3, 9 & 10). The material is broken into lecture and field exercises. 
The program explains the concepts and skills that will be performed and 
evaluated for the field exercises. Topics include: Preparedness, ICS and 
Resources; Watch Out and LCES; Fire Shelter; Potential Hazards and 
Human Factors on the fire line; Transportation Safety; Hand Tools; Firing 
Devices; Water Use; Suppression, Communications, and Mop-up; 
Hazardous Materials and Wildland/Urban Interface. Pre-requisites: NIMS 
IS-700 (National Incident Management System (NIMS), An Introduction) 
& NIMS ICS-100 (Introduction to the Incident Command System) which 
are online courses. Students are also encouraged to complete the S-190 
Introduction to Wildland Fire Behavior online course (www.nfa.pla-
teau.com/learning/user/login.jsp). PPE Requirements: Leather lace up 
boots, Nomex shirt and pants (long sleeve flannel shirt and jeans will be 
acceptable for this training class), gloves, eye and ear protection, and a 
hardhat with chin strap (Note: firefighter bunker gear is not acceptable 
PPE for this course).  Students must be at least age 18 by the first day o
class.

6.  Aerial Apparatus Practices (AELA) (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC 0315.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE
d.  Description: This course will introduce the student to the basic operat-
ing principles of fire service aerial equipment. Students attending this 
course will, through classroom work and hands-on practice of basic skills, 
be introduced to the operational theory of aerials, aerial towers, and 
elevating platforms. Basic system design, safety, spotting/stabilization, 
operation, and elevated master stream operations are all covered.

7.  Basic Rigging for Rope Rescue (ROBR) (16 HRS) $70.00
a.  FSC: 0341.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, Introduction to Safety and the Training 
System 
c.  Gear: Helmet with chin strap (fire, construction or climbing helmet), 
eye protection, leather gloves, work or hiking boots that provide support, 
outdoor work clothing appropriate for weather conditions and water bottle 
or other suitable device for storing liquids in the field. Students may bring 
additional personal or department owned equipment, but all such equip-
ment will be subject to inspection prior to use. FIRE FIGHTER 
TURN-OUT GEAR IS NOT ACCEPTABLE FOR THIS CLASS. Student 
will also need a 15 foot section of rope and 15 foot piece of 1 inch tubular
webbing for knot practice.
d. Description: Participants in this course will be introduced to rope, 
rope hardware, patient packing, and basic haul systems, which can be 
used in various aspects of rescue. The intent of this course is to provide 
rope and basic rigging experience for anyone interested in rope rescue, 
but particularly those who do not want to, or are unable to rappel. 

8.  Building Construction: Wood & Ordinary (16 HRS) $70.00 

a.  FSC: 0780.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: The failure of a building or building components under fire 
conditions is a leading cause of fire fighter death and injury. The ability to 
recognize and locate relevant information about a building before a fire 
and to "read" a building during a fire, are essential survival skills. This 
course prepares the student to accomplish these skills in buildings of
wood frame or ordinary construction.

9.  Firefighter Survival (SURV) (16 HRS) $70.00  
a.  FSC 0202.007 
b.  Prerequisites:  Age 18 and up, Interior Firefighter, or Bucks Basic 
Academy, or Structure Burn Session, or Firefighter I Certification
c.  Gear: PPE & SCBA
d.  Description: This program is a physically demanding, comprehensive 
program dealing with the necessary knowledge and skills relative to 
rescue procedures needed for self-rescue. Emphasis will be placed on 
search techniques, communications, accountability/location and self-res-
cue procedures. This program will teach the firefighters how to reduce the 
risk of fire fighter injuries and deaths in Pennsylvania. The class will 
enable fire fighters to become more aware and familiar with procedures 
that may be used to prevent or perhaps lessen the seriousness of injuries 
or even save their lives. Students must be in adequate physical condition
to perform 100% of all practical exercises.

10.  Serv Safe (16 HRS) $75.00 
a.  FSC 0947.007 
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YEARS OF AGE OR OLDER FIRST DAY OF 
CLASS 
c.  Gear: NONE
d.  This course fulfills the Educational and Testing requirements of the 
Pennsylvania Department of Agriculture and other regional County 
Health Departments for Food service staff and manager sanitation
 certification.

11.  FF-2 Certification Preparation Class (24 HRS) $105.00 (class 
dates are April 2, 3 & 9, 2022)  
a.  FSC: 0207.007
b.  Prerequisites: Firefighter 1 Certification or ELIF with live fire (IFSTA 
Level-4). Students must be at least age 18
c.  Gear: PPE and SCBA
d.  Description: This course is designed to prepare a fire fighter for the 
Fire Fighter II certification test. This is done by providing application 
assistance, reviewing the Fire Fighter II certification skills and hands-on 
(or discussion when hands-on is not practical). This class will run on the 
following dates: April 2, 3 & 9, 2022. The cost of this program is $105.00
per person.

Start Time 18:30

1.  Quint Operations Strategy and Tactics (4 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC: 0106.008
b.  Prerequisites:  14 YEARS OF AGE OR OLDER FIRST DAY OF 
CLASS 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: Truck Companies, regardless of whether they arrive on 
an aerial device, squad, or engine, are the “combat engineers” of fire 
attack operations.  Likewise, Engine Companies are the primary tactical 
suppression resource for the fire ground commander. This course is 
designed for experienced firefighters and will introduce the student to the 
basic concept of the quint company. Topics include: organizing the roles 
and responsibilities of quint company services, selection and use of key 
operational options, apparatus placement strategies, fire ground size-up 

and foresee ability, and operational considerations for the quint
apparatus.  
2.  Mass Decontamination (4 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC: 0497.008
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, Hazardous Material Operations
c.  Gear: PPE & SCBA
d.  Description: The goal of this program shall be to provide the opera-
tions level responder assigned to perform mass decontamination at 
hazardous materials / WMD incidents with the knowledge and skills to 
safely and effectively perform the tasks in accordance with NFPA 472 
6.3.1.2.2. Topics include: Station manning, apparatus positioning, water 
supply & delivery requirements, site management & security, accountabil-
ity, decontamination techniques, and resource identification, setup, an
 operation

3.  Vehicle Rescue Update (4 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC: 0862.008
b.  Prerequisites: 16 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This program contains information on hybrid and electric 
vehicle safety and technology upgrades, which may pose concerns with 
extrication efforts.  This course covers basic vehicle safety and technolo-
gy changes at an emergency response level.  Operating systems, 
construction and safety features are discussed throughout the program.  
Safety features such as: air bag systems, seat belt pretention systems, 
fuel system and charging stations, safe work zones, low, medium, and 
high voltage systems, vehicle construction materials, hybrid vehicles, and 
passenger compartment upgrades. Changes to size-up, extrication 
techniques, and the use of a Field Operations Guide will also be present-
ed in this program.  This course was developed by the National Fire 
Protection Association (NFPA). Students must be at least age 16.

4.  Traffic Incident Management (TIM) (4 HRS) $10.00  
a.  FSC: 0214.008 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This National TIM Responder Training Program establish-
es the foundation and promotes consistent training for all responders to 
incident involving operations on or near a highway. The PA – TIM 
objectives primarily target operations and special risks to personnel 
performing fire, rescue, and EMS functions.

identifying energy sources, isolation procedures, de-energizing and 
verification, hazard communications, and terminating incidents involving
energy source isolation.

8.  Water Rescue for the First Responder Awareness Level 
(WRFR-A) (3 HRS) $10.00

b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up

d.  Description: This course will provide information that the first arriving 
emergency services personnel will need at a water incident to recognize 
risks and dangers associated with water emergencies and take actions to 
ensure their safety.

This course was 
developed for rescue/extrication personnel exposed to winch operations 
for the purpose of recovery and stabilization. This course reviews strate-
gic and tactical considerations for winch operations during an incident, 
inspection points for a comprehensive preventive maintenance schedule, 

and critical safety elements.  Through integrated training scenarios, the
student will implement lesson objectives.

5.  Cambria County Coroner – Scene Preservation for First 
Responders (3 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC 0870.007
b.  Prerequisites: This class provides participants with basic understand-
ing of access and control of evidence that may be encountered at a fire 
scene. This course will also address the legal aspects of evidence preser-
vation, personal safety issues, on-scene conduct and documentation 
requirements for emergency responders. The cost of this class is $10.00 
per student. The age requirement is age 16. Students will only
receive a Cambria County Fire School Certificate for this class.

6.  Ropes and Knots (3 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC: 0346.007 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 14 and up 
c.  Gear: PPE
d.  This class will teach the fire fighter how to identify and tie basic fire 
service knots and how to apply the correct knot to lift and lower fire
ground equipment.

7.  Rehabilitation for Firefighters Working in Emergency Environ-
ments (3 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC: 0669.007 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up 
c.  Description: This course is designed for fire and emergency medical 
personnel who are responsible for establishing and operating a rehabili-
tation area for firefighters and emergency service responders at 
emergency environments. The course will deal with how to establish and 
operate a rehabilitation center for emergency providers who are 
operating at an emergency event. 

8.  Small Games of Chance (4 HRS)   $10.00
a.  FSC: 9420.007
b.  Description: The presentation will discuss the current Small Games of 
Chance Act Rule and Regulations, pertaining to the operation and 
enforcement of the local Small Games of Chance Act; legal vs illegal 
types of gambling, various types of permitted Small Games of Chance 
games, Use of Proceeds for holders of Club or Catering Club Liquor 
Licenses versus non liquor license holders; Bingo Laws and Special 
Occasion Permits.  Also, the presentation will address strict liability for fire 
companies and how it effects the companies. Students will only receive a
Cambria County Fire School Certificate for this class.

9.  Arson Awareness for Emergency Response Personnel (AAEP) 
(4 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC: 0735.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up 
c.  Description: This course is appropriate for all emergency responders 
(fire, fire police, police, and EMS) who might arrive first on the scene of a 
fire. It consists of material extracted from the longer NFA course Arson 
Detection for the First Responder and is designed to give essential basic 
information to responders whose duties do not require the longer NFA 
course, or whose time schedule will not permit attending the longer 
course at this time. It will prepare these responders to make observations 
and take actions that will help fire investigators determine cause and 
origin of fires and, where applicable, investigate and successfully pros
cute cases of arson.

1.  Clandestine Drug Laboratory – Operations Level (8 HRS) $35.00 
a.  FSC: 0847.007 

b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up, EBM or Interior Firefighting: Live Fire 
Exercises (ELIF) or Interior Firefighting: No Live Fire Exercises (ELIF) or
Bucks Basic Fire Academy or FF-1  
c.  This program addresses the safety considerations for emergency 
response actions for clandestine drug labs. This course brings to light the 
inherent dangers and exposure conditions often associated with these 
clandestine processes. This program will leave the student with a 
comprehensive overview of best practices defensive response actions in 
order to maintain responder safety. Subjects to be covered include lab 
indicators, establishing work zones, decontamination techniques and 
procedures, associated hazards, and a basic understanding of lab type
and their associated safety issues.

2.  Heavy Truck Rescue (8 HRS) $50.00
a.  FSC: 0622.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up, Basic Vehicle Rescue Training
c.  Gear: TOG or approved rescue gear
d. This program addresses the hazards and resource demands for 
extrication emergencies involving large and heavy vehicles. Addressed in 
this program, are vehicle design considerations, weight distribution 
hazards, payloads, strength points, and special hazard considerations. 
The course teaches the student how to assess, stabilize, and access 
vehicles of greater size and weight. Students will learn how to address 
special resource needs encountered during extrication emergencies.

3.  RAMP Program (Saturday am) (3 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC 9320.007
b.  18 YOA 
c.  Description: RAMP Server/Seller Training consists of training for a 
licensee's alcohol service staff (this includes anyone who serves alcohol-
ic beverages and/or check IDs). All alcohol service personnel hired on or 
after August 8, 2016, who are not RAMP server/seller trained, must be 
RAMP server/seller trained within six months of being hired. Employees 
who are not currently considered alcohol service personnel but are 
transferred into an alcohol service personnel position on or after August 
8, 2016, must be RAMP server/seller trained within six months of assum-
ing their new duties. Any existing and newly-hired alcohol service person-
nel who are currently RAMP server/seller trained must be retrained when 
their training expires. All cashiers selling wine at an establishment with a 
wine expanded permit must be RAMP server/seller trained. If a licensee 
obtains an off-premises catering permit for use at a catered function, 
every employee whose primary responsibility at the catered function is to 
sell and/or serve alcoholic beverages or check identifications of those 
seeking to enter the catered function must have successfully completed 
server/seller training within two years prior to the date of the catered

Training (6 HRS) $35.00
a.  FSC: 0737.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, Hazardous Materials Operations Level 
or Hazardous Materials Operations - CORE and Hazardous Materials 
Operations - Mission Specific Personal Protective Equipment
c.  Gear: TOG/SCBA or Chemical Protective Clothing with Respiratory
Protection
d.  This course will allow a hazardous material emergency responder at 
the First Responder Operations Level to receive refresher training as
required annually by federal regulation.

2.  Legal Aspects Command Officer (8 HRS) $35.00 
a.  FSC:0931.007
b.  This program is to provide legal issue awareness to Line and 

Command Officers. This program will provide the student with an 
overview of the laws and standards as they apply to emergency service 
managers. Discussions will relate to specific laws and standards that 
relate to organizational operations and service delivery. This program 
places emphasis upon the development of knowledge used by emergen-
cy service managers to achieve an efficient documentation system and 
departmental operating guidelines. This course will include; lecture, 
group discussion, and simulated situation responses.  Students must be

1.  Apparatus Preventative Maintenance (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC 0505.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by First Day of Class 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: Using lecture and practical exercises, this course will 
provide insight to the need for an apparatus preventative maintenance 
program from an operations, financial, and legal perspective. The course 
contains a review of recommended maintenance practices for both 
chassis components and all fire service related components such as 
pumps, aerials, and hydraulic- powered equipment. The practical exercis-
es include the theory and performance of fire service pump tests to meet 
both Underwriters Laboratories and National Fire Protection Association 
standards. A proper visual inspection of the chassis and related compo-
nents of fire service vehicles will be demonstrated and practiced.

2.  Preparation for Initial Company Operations (PICO) (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC: 0380.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, EBM or Interior Firefighting: Live Fire 
Exercises (ELIF) or Interior Firefighting: No Live Fire Exercises (ELIF) or
Bucks Basic Fire Academy or FF-1
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This course is designed to prepare the student to function 
as a company officer, by developing the skills required to safely and 
successfully managing company tactical operations at structural fires. 
The first in the series of programs designed to meet the needs of fire 
officers and crew operations. This course will provide a basic foundation 
for the management of one or more companies’ development of proficien-
cy in critical skills. Key content includes Roles and Responsibilities, 
Readiness, Communication, Building Construction and Fire Behavior
Factors, and Pre-incident Preparation.

3.  Junior FF Program (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC 0553.007
b.  Prerequisites: 14 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE
d.  Description: Through classroom sessions and practical exercises, this 
course will give the new junior firefighter the ability to perform very basic 
support skills, safely and effectively as a member of a fire suppression 
organization.  This program will cover basic fire chemistry, introduction to 
safety and training, hose construction and loads, personal protective 
clothing, basic ladder identification, ladder carries and raises, portable 
fire extinguishers, and basic equipment identification and application.  
This course does not meet or exceed the PA Essentials of Firefighting 
Program and cannot be used as a prerequisite for any other program.

4.  Flammable Liquids (16 HRS) $100.00 
a.  FSC: 0725.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE & SCBA
d.  Description: The student will learn the parameters of and the proce-
dures necessary to attack and extinguish fires involving flammable 

liquids.  This course will introduce the student to basic fire chemistry, 
characteristics of flammable liquids, parameters of combustion, and 
extinguishment techniques using dry chemical, water, and foam on live 
flammable liquid fires. ESSENTIALS OF FIRE FIGHTING IS REQUIRED 
AS A PREREQUISITE FOR THIS CLASS. STUDENTS WILL HAVE TO 
SHOW A COPY OF THEIR ESSENTIALS CERTIFICATE TO THE 
INSTRUCTOR. Students must be 18 years of age to take the class. 
Students are required to have turn out gear and self-contained breathing 
apparatus. Students are also requested to bring a spare cylinder for their 
SCBA. No students will be permitted to wear beards or facial hair while 
taking this class. A turnout gear inspection will be conducted before doing
any burns. This class is limited to 30 students.

5.  NWCG S 130 Basic Wildland FF Training – PA DCNR (32 HRS) 
$140.00 (class will run on Weekends #1 & #2 - April 2, 3, 9 & 10) 
a.  FSC: 1903.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: see description below
d.  Description: This 32 hour course addresses the foundational skills 
universal to all wildland firefighters and will run on Weekends #1 & #2 
(April 2, 3, 9 & 10). The material is broken into lecture and field exercises. 
The program explains the concepts and skills that will be performed and 
evaluated for the field exercises. Topics include: Preparedness, ICS and 
Resources; Watch Out and LCES; Fire Shelter; Potential Hazards and 
Human Factors on the fire line; Transportation Safety; Hand Tools; Firing 
Devices; Water Use; Suppression, Communications, and Mop-up; 
Hazardous Materials and Wildland/Urban Interface. Pre-requisites: NIMS 
IS-700 (National Incident Management System (NIMS), An Introduction) 
& NIMS ICS-100 (Introduction to the Incident Command System) which 
are online courses. Students are also encouraged to complete the S-190 
Introduction to Wildland Fire Behavior online course (www.nfa.pla-
teau.com/learning/user/login.jsp). PPE Requirements: Leather lace up 
boots, Nomex shirt and pants (long sleeve flannel shirt and jeans will be 
acceptable for this training class), gloves, eye and ear protection, and a 
hardhat with chin strap (Note: firefighter bunker gear is not acceptable 
PPE for this course).  Students must be at least age 18 by the first day o
class.

6.  Aerial Apparatus Practices (AELA) (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC 0315.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE
d.  Description: This course will introduce the student to the basic operat-
ing principles of fire service aerial equipment. Students attending this 
course will, through classroom work and hands-on practice of basic skills, 
be introduced to the operational theory of aerials, aerial towers, and 
elevating platforms. Basic system design, safety, spotting/stabilization, 
operation, and elevated master stream operations are all covered.

7.  Basic Rigging for Rope Rescue (ROBR) (16 HRS) $70.00
a.  FSC: 0341.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, Introduction to Safety and the Training 
System 
c.  Gear: Helmet with chin strap (fire, construction or climbing helmet), 
eye protection, leather gloves, work or hiking boots that provide support, 
outdoor work clothing appropriate for weather conditions and water bottle 
or other suitable device for storing liquids in the field. Students may bring 
additional personal or department owned equipment, but all such equip-
ment will be subject to inspection prior to use. FIRE FIGHTER 
TURN-OUT GEAR IS NOT ACCEPTABLE FOR THIS CLASS. Student 
will also need a 15 foot section of rope and 15 foot piece of 1 inch tubular
webbing for knot practice.
d. Description: Participants in this course will be introduced to rope, 
rope hardware, patient packing, and basic haul systems, which can be 
used in various aspects of rescue. The intent of this course is to provide 
rope and basic rigging experience for anyone interested in rope rescue, 
but particularly those who do not want to, or are unable to rappel. 

8.  Building Construction: Wood & Ordinary (16 HRS) $70.00 

a.  FSC: 0780.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: The failure of a building or building components under fire 
conditions is a leading cause of fire fighter death and injury. The ability to 
recognize and locate relevant information about a building before a fire 
and to "read" a building during a fire, are essential survival skills. This 
course prepares the student to accomplish these skills in buildings of
wood frame or ordinary construction.

9.  Firefighter Survival (SURV) (16 HRS) $70.00  
a.  FSC 0202.007 
b.  Prerequisites:  Age 18 and up, Interior Firefighter, or Bucks Basic 
Academy, or Structure Burn Session, or Firefighter I Certification
c.  Gear: PPE & SCBA
d.  Description: This program is a physically demanding, comprehensive 
program dealing with the necessary knowledge and skills relative to 
rescue procedures needed for self-rescue. Emphasis will be placed on 
search techniques, communications, accountability/location and self-res-
cue procedures. This program will teach the firefighters how to reduce the 
risk of fire fighter injuries and deaths in Pennsylvania. The class will 
enable fire fighters to become more aware and familiar with procedures 
that may be used to prevent or perhaps lessen the seriousness of injuries 
or even save their lives. Students must be in adequate physical condition
to perform 100% of all practical exercises.

10.  Serv Safe (16 HRS) $75.00 
a.  FSC 0947.007 
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YEARS OF AGE OR OLDER FIRST DAY OF 
CLASS 
c.  Gear: NONE
d.  This course fulfills the Educational and Testing requirements of the 
Pennsylvania Department of Agriculture and other regional County 
Health Departments for Food service staff and manager sanitation
 certification.

11.  FF-2 Certification Preparation Class (24 HRS) $105.00 (class 
dates are April 2, 3 & 9, 2022)  
a.  FSC: 0207.007
b.  Prerequisites: Firefighter 1 Certification or ELIF with live fire (IFSTA 
Level-4). Students must be at least age 18
c.  Gear: PPE and SCBA
d.  Description: This course is designed to prepare a fire fighter for the 
Fire Fighter II certification test. This is done by providing application 
assistance, reviewing the Fire Fighter II certification skills and hands-on 
(or discussion when hands-on is not practical). This class will run on the 
following dates: April 2, 3 & 9, 2022. The cost of this program is $105.00
per person.

b.  Prerequisites:  14 YEARS OF AGE OR OLDER FIRST DAY OF

d.  Description: Truck Companies, regardless of whether they arrive on 
an aerial device, squad, or engine, are the “combat engineers” of fire 
attack operations.  Likewise, Engine Companies are the primary tactical 
suppression resource for the fire ground commander. This course is 
designed for experienced firefighters and will introduce the student to the 
basic concept of the quint company. Topics include: organizing the roles

hazardous materials / WMD incidents with the knowledge and skills to 
safely and effectively perform the tasks in accordance with NFPA 472 
6.3.1.2.2. Topics include: Station manning, apparatus positioning, water 
supply & delivery requirements, site management & security, accountabil-
ity, decontamination techniques, and resource identification, setup, an
 operation

3.  Vehicle Rescue Update (4 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC: 0862.008
b.  Prerequisites: 16 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This program contains information on hybrid and electric 
vehicle safety and technology upgrades, which may pose concerns with 
extrication efforts.  This course covers basic vehicle safety and technolo-
gy changes at an emergency response level.  Operating systems, 
construction and safety features are discussed throughout the program.  
Safety features such as: air bag systems, seat belt pretention systems, 
fuel system and charging stations, safe work zones, low, medium, and 
high voltage systems, vehicle construction materials, hybrid vehicles, and 
passenger compartment upgrades. Changes to size-up, extrication 
techniques, and the use of a Field Operations Guide will also be present-
ed in this program.  This course was developed by the National Fire 
Protection Association (NFPA). Students must be at least age 16.

4.  Traffic Incident Management (TIM) (4 HRS) $10.00  
a.  FSC: 0214.008 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This National TIM Responder Training Program establish-
es the foundation and promotes consistent training for all responders to 
incident involving operations on or near a highway. The PA – TIM 
objectives primarily target operations and special risks to personnel 
performing fire, rescue, and EMS functions. This program examines the 
risks and provides nationally recognized actions to minimize/reduce 
those risks.
 
5.  Grant Writing (4 HRS) $10.00  
a.  FSC 9620.008
b.  Gear: None
c.  Description: The objective of this module is to educate the students on 
the basic terms and requirements of financial assistance. This module is 
geared to all students, either those that have limited or no previous grant 
experience or those who have already submitted applications to funding 
agencies. This module will discuss what types of financial assistance are 
available. Who offers these types of assistance and what are the neces-
sary first steps to developing a competitive application. The module will 
convey the importance of planning you grant applications. It will focus on 
the type of information you will need to write a competitive application and 
where you can access this data. The student will be required to 
participate in actual grant writing exercises.

7.  Lockout / Tagout (LOTO)  (2 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC: 0313.008 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This course reviews lockout tag out policies and proce-
dures that create a safe and effective work environment. Topics include: 
identifying energy sources, isolation procedures, de-energizing and 
verification, hazard communications, and terminating incidents involving
energy source isolation.

8.  Water Rescue for the First Responder Awareness Level 
(WRFR-A) (3 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC: 0580.008 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This course will provide information that the first arriving 
emergency services personnel will need at a water incident to recognize 
risks and dangers associated with water emergencies and take actions to 
ensure their safety. The course will address scene assessment, activa-
tion of emergency response system, evaluation of potential and existing 
water hazards, scene management, rescue vs. recovery, and personal
safety measures.

tions level responder assigned to perform technical decontamination at 
hazardous materials/WMD incidents with the knowledge and skills to 
safely and effectively perform the tasks in accordance with NFPA
6.4.1.2.2.

2.  Command Response to Mayday (8 HRS) $35.00 
a.  FSC 0891.008
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by First day of Class 
c.  Gear: None
d. Description: This course is designed to provide the student with the 
knowledge to safely manage resources and personnel during “mayday” 
emergencies.  This course addresses command and control techniques 
such as: tactical benchmarking, effective communications, effective and 
accurate accountability, and strategic on-going evaluation.  This course is 
for student who would actively participate in the mitigation of deteriorating 
conditions that lead to “mayday” emergencies.  Course will cover: 
effective communications and radio control, “mayday” definition, RIT 
responsibilities and activation, evaluation of case studies, command and 
control for rescue activities, effective resource management, staging 
considerations, critical incident stress management, and special 
operations support needs. 
   
3.  Pyrotechnic Guild International (PGI) Safety Shooters 
"Fireworks" Course (8 HRS)  $150.00 Class will start at 1:00 PM 
and runs until 9:00 PM 
a.  FSC-2022-0001.08
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by the first day of class
c.  Gear:  Hard hat, gloves, safety glasses or Turn out gear.
d.  Description: PGI Safety Shooters Course would consist of 6 hours of 
classroom lecture - power point presentation, along with a question and 
answer period. There will also be an outside demo of abnormalities or 
bloopers along with demos of types of shells along with each student 

firing at least two (2) type 1.3 display type shells. There will also be a 
demo of 1.4 consumer fireworks as well. This lab portion will take up to 2 
hours. *This course DOES NOT GIVE ANYONE A LICENSE TO 
PURCHASE OR USE 1.3 DISPLAY FIREWORKS. This course will 
provide training and information on how anyone could get their own 
license or how to work to display companies for students who would like 
to continue their journey into display fireworks.

This 
course provides the student the knowledge and skills to confidently 
manage the dangers and hazards associated with SCBA failure or 
limitations. Topics include: regulator failure, entanglement and disorienta-
tion, buddy breathing, regulator changeover, as well as, maneuvering 
through a challenging maze configuration. All evolutions will be conduct-
ed in live smoke conditions. The student must have prior knowledge and 
skills in the advanced use of SCBA to participate in this training session.

3.  Rail Car Incident Response for Crude, Ethanol and Other 
Flammable Liquids (8 HRS) $35.00

b.  Description: This course will educate emergency responders on freight 
rail car incidents involving hazardous materials, specifically crude oil, 
ethanol, and other flammable liquids. As more and more rail traffic 
transports cargo, including hazardous materials, it is important that the 
responder community become educated about the dangers and unique
hazards presented with rail cars carrying these commodities.

b.  Prerequisites: 16 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: Helmet with chin strap, clean leather gloves, eye protection, &

d.  Description: Students in this course will be introduced to the various 
types of rope and related rescue equipment. Students will be training in 
tying of the basic knots and hitches used in rope rescue, basic rappelling 
techniques, tie-offs, self-rescue, basic litter tie-ins, and basic litter 
handling skills.

c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: Using lecture and practical exercises, this course will 
provide insight to the need for an apparatus preventative maintenance 
program from an operations, financial, and legal perspective. The course 
contains a review of recommended maintenance practices for both 
chassis components and all fire service related components such as 
pumps, aerials, and hydraulic- powered equipment. The practical exercis-
es include the theory and performance of fire service pump tests to meet 
both Underwriters Laboratories and National Fire Protection Association 
standards. A proper visual inspection of the chassis and related compo-
nents of fire service vehicles will be demonstrated and practiced.

2.  Preparation for Initial Company Operations (PICO) (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC: 0380.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, EBM or Interior Firefighting: Live Fire 
Exercises (ELIF) or Interior Firefighting: No Live Fire Exercises (ELIF) or
Bucks Basic Fire Academy or FF-1
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This course is designed to prepare the student to function 
as a company officer, by developing the skills required to safely and 
successfully managing company tactical operations at structural fires. 
The first in the series of programs designed to meet the needs of fire 
officers and crew operations. This course will provide a basic foundation 
for the management of one or more companies’ development of proficien-
cy in critical skills. Key content includes Roles and Responsibilities, 
Readiness, Communication, Building Construction and Fire Behavior
Factors, and Pre-incident Preparation.

3.  Junior FF Program (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC 0553.007
b.  Prerequisites: 14 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE
d.  Description: Through classroom sessions and practical exercises, this 
course will give the new junior firefighter the ability to perform very basic 
support skills, safely and effectively as a member of a fire suppression 
organization.  This program will cover basic fire chemistry, introduction to 
safety and training, hose construction and loads, personal protective 
clothing, basic ladder identification, ladder carries and raises, portable 
fire extinguishers, and basic equipment identification and application.  
This course does not meet or exceed the PA Essentials of Firefighting 
Program and cannot be used as a prerequisite for any other program.

4.  Flammable Liquids (16 HRS) $100.00 
a.  FSC: 0725.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE & SCBA
d.  Description: The student will learn the parameters of and the proce-
dures necessary to attack and extinguish fires involving flammable 

liquids.  This course will introduce the student to basic fire chemistry, 
characteristics of flammable liquids, parameters of combustion, and 
extinguishment techniques using dry chemical, water, and foam on live 
flammable liquid fires. ESSENTIALS OF FIRE FIGHTING IS REQUIRED 
AS A PREREQUISITE FOR THIS CLASS. STUDENTS WILL HAVE TO 
SHOW A COPY OF THEIR ESSENTIALS CERTIFICATE TO THE 
INSTRUCTOR. Students must be 18 years of age to take the class. 
Students are required to have turn out gear and self-contained breathing 
apparatus. Students are also requested to bring a spare cylinder for their 
SCBA. No students will be permitted to wear beards or facial hair while 
taking this class. A turnout gear inspection will be conducted before doing
any burns. This class is limited to 30 students.

5.  NWCG S 130 Basic Wildland FF Training – PA DCNR (32 HRS) 
$140.00 (class will run on Weekends #1 & #2 - April 2, 3, 9 & 10) 
a.  FSC: 1903.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: see description below
d.  Description: This 32 hour course addresses the foundational skills 
universal to all wildland firefighters and will run on Weekends #1 & #2 
(April 2, 3, 9 & 10). The material is broken into lecture and field exercises. 
The program explains the concepts and skills that will be performed and 
evaluated for the field exercises. Topics include: Preparedness, ICS and 
Resources; Watch Out and LCES; Fire Shelter; Potential Hazards and 
Human Factors on the fire line; Transportation Safety; Hand Tools; Firing 
Devices; Water Use; Suppression, Communications, and Mop-up; 
Hazardous Materials and Wildland/Urban Interface. Pre-requisites: NIMS 
IS-700 (National Incident Management System (NIMS), An Introduction) 
& NIMS ICS-100 (Introduction to the Incident Command System) which 
are online courses. Students are also encouraged to complete the S-190 
Introduction to Wildland Fire Behavior online course (www.nfa.pla-
teau.com/learning/user/login.jsp). PPE Requirements: Leather lace up 
boots, Nomex shirt and pants (long sleeve flannel shirt and jeans will be 
acceptable for this training class), gloves, eye and ear protection, and a 
hardhat with chin strap (Note: firefighter bunker gear is not acceptable 
PPE for this course).  Students must be at least age 18 by the first day o
class.

6.  Aerial Apparatus Practices (AELA) (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC 0315.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE
d.  Description: This course will introduce the student to the basic operat-
ing principles of fire service aerial equipment. Students attending this 
course will, through classroom work and hands-on practice of basic skills, 
be introduced to the operational theory of aerials, aerial towers, and 
elevating platforms. Basic system design, safety, spotting/stabilization, 
operation, and elevated master stream operations are all covered.

7.  Basic Rigging for Rope Rescue (ROBR) (16 HRS) $70.00
a.  FSC: 0341.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, Introduction to Safety and the Training 
System 
c.  Gear: Helmet with chin strap (fire, construction or climbing helmet), 
eye protection, leather gloves, work or hiking boots that provide support, 
outdoor work clothing appropriate for weather conditions and water bottle 
or other suitable device for storing liquids in the field. Students may bring 
additional personal or department owned equipment, but all such equip-
ment will be subject to inspection prior to use. FIRE FIGHTER 
TURN-OUT GEAR IS NOT ACCEPTABLE FOR THIS CLASS. Student 
will also need a 15 foot section of rope and 15 foot piece of 1 inch tubular
webbing for knot practice.
d. Description: Participants in this course will be introduced to rope, 
rope hardware, patient packing, and basic haul systems, which can be 
used in various aspects of rescue. The intent of this course is to provide 
rope and basic rigging experience for anyone interested in rope rescue, 
but particularly those who do not want to, or are unable to rappel. 

8.  Building Construction: Wood & Ordinary (16 HRS) $70.00 

a.  FSC: 0780.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: The failure of a building or building components under fire 
conditions is a leading cause of fire fighter death and injury. The ability to 
recognize and locate relevant information about a building before a fire 
and to "read" a building during a fire, are essential survival skills. This 
course prepares the student to accomplish these skills in buildings of
wood frame or ordinary construction.

9.  Firefighter Survival (SURV) (16 HRS) $70.00  
a.  FSC 0202.007 
b.  Prerequisites:  Age 18 and up, Interior Firefighter, or Bucks Basic 
Academy, or Structure Burn Session, or Firefighter I Certification
c.  Gear: PPE & SCBA
d.  Description: This program is a physically demanding, comprehensive 
program dealing with the necessary knowledge and skills relative to 
rescue procedures needed for self-rescue. Emphasis will be placed on 
search techniques, communications, accountability/location and self-res-
cue procedures. This program will teach the firefighters how to reduce the 
risk of fire fighter injuries and deaths in Pennsylvania. The class will 
enable fire fighters to become more aware and familiar with procedures 
that may be used to prevent or perhaps lessen the seriousness of injuries 
or even save their lives. Students must be in adequate physical condition
to perform 100% of all practical exercises.

10.  Serv Safe (16 HRS) $75.00 
a.  FSC 0947.007 
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YEARS OF AGE OR OLDER FIRST DAY OF 
CLASS 
c.  Gear: NONE
d.  This course fulfills the Educational and Testing requirements of the 
Pennsylvania Department of Agriculture and other regional County 
Health Departments for Food service staff and manager sanitation
 certification.

11.  FF-2 Certification Preparation Class (24 HRS) $105.00 (class 
dates are April 2, 3 & 9, 2022)  
a.  FSC: 0207.007
b.  Prerequisites: Firefighter 1 Certification or ELIF with live fire (IFSTA 
Level-4). Students must be at least age 18
c.  Gear: PPE and SCBA
d.  Description: This course is designed to prepare a fire fighter for the 
Fire Fighter II certification test. This is done by providing application 
assistance, reviewing the Fire Fighter II certification skills and hands-on 
(or discussion when hands-on is not practical). This class will run on the 
following dates: April 2, 3 & 9, 2022. The cost of this program is $105.00
per person.

1.  Quint Operations Strategy and Tactics (4 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC: 0106.008
b.  Prerequisites:  14 YEARS OF AGE OR OLDER FIRST DAY OF

d.  Description: Truck Companies, regardless of whether they arrive on 
an aerial device, squad, or engine, are the “combat engineers” of fire 
attack operations.  Likewise, Engine Companies are the primary tactical 
suppression resource for the fire ground commander. This course is 
designed for experienced firefighters and will introduce the student to the 
basic concept of the quint company. Topics include: organizing the roles 
and responsibilities of quint company services, selection and use of key 
operational options, apparatus placement strategies, fire ground size-up

tions level responder assigned to perform mass decontamination at 
hazardous materials / WMD incidents with the knowledge and skills to 
safely and effectively perform the tasks in accordance with NFPA 472 
6.3.1.2.2. Topics include: Station manning, apparatus positioning, water 
supply & delivery requirements, site management & security, accountabil-
ity, decontamination techniques, and resource identification, setup, an
 operation

3.  Vehicle Rescue Update (4 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC: 0862.008
b.  Prerequisites: 16 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This program contains information on hybrid and electric 
vehicle safety and technology upgrades, which may pose concerns with 
extrication efforts.  This course covers basic vehicle safety and technolo-
gy changes at an emergency response level.  Operating systems, 
construction and safety features are discussed throughout the program.  
Safety features such as: air bag systems, seat belt pretention systems, 
fuel system and charging stations, safe work zones, low, medium, and 
high voltage systems, vehicle construction materials, hybrid vehicles, and 
passenger compartment upgrades. Changes to size-up, extrication 
techniques, and the use of a Field Operations Guide will also be present-
ed in this program.  This course was developed by the National Fire 
Protection Association (NFPA). Students must be at least age 16.

4.  Traffic Incident Management (TIM) (4 HRS) $10.00

b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This National TIM Responder Training Program establish-
es the foundation and promotes consistent training for all responders to 
incident involving operations on or near a highway. The PA – TIM 
objectives primarily target operations and special risks to personnel 
performing fire, rescue, and EMS functions. This program examines the 
risks and provides nationally recognized actions to minimize/reduce 
those risks.
 
5.  Grant Writing (4 HRS) $10.00  
a.  FSC 9620.008
b.  Gear: None
c.  Description: The objective of this module is to educate the students on 
the basic terms and requirements of financial assistance. This module is 
geared to all students, either those that have limited or no previous grant 
experience or those who have already submitted applications to funding 
agencies. This module will discuss what types of financial assistance are 
available. Who offers these types of assistance and what are the neces-
sary first steps to developing a competitive application. The module will 
convey the importance of planning you grant applications. It will focus on 
the type of information you will need to write a competitive application and 
where you can access this data. The student will be required to 
participate in actual grant writing exercises.

7.  Lockout / Tagout (LOTO)  (2 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC: 0313.008 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This course reviews lockout tag out policies and proce-
dures that create a safe and effective work environment. Topics include: 
identifying energy sources, isolation procedures, de-energizing and 
verification, hazard communications, and terminating incidents involving
energy source isolation.

8.  Water Rescue for the First Responder Awareness Level 
(WRFR-A) (3 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC: 0580.008 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This course will provide information that the first arriving 
emergency services personnel will need at a water incident to recognize 
risks and dangers associated with water emergencies and take actions to 
ensure their safety. The course will address scene assessment, activa-
tion of emergency response system, evaluation of potential and existing 
water hazards, scene management, rescue vs. recovery, and personal
safety measures.

d.  Description: This goal of this program shall be to provide the opera-
tions level responder assigned to perform technical decontamination at 
hazardous materials/WMD incidents with the knowledge and skills to 
safely and effectively perform the tasks in accordance with NFPA
6.4.1.2.2.

2.  Command Response to Mayday (8 HRS) $35.00 
a.  FSC 0891.008
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by First day of Class 
c.  Gear: None
d. Description: This course is designed to provide the student with the 
knowledge to safely manage resources and personnel during “mayday” 
emergencies.  This course addresses command and control techniques 
such as: tactical benchmarking, effective communications, effective and 
accurate accountability, and strategic on-going evaluation.  This course is 
for student who would actively participate in the mitigation of deteriorating 
conditions that lead to “mayday” emergencies.  Course will cover: 
effective communications and radio control, “mayday” definition, RIT 
responsibilities and activation, evaluation of case studies, command and 
control for rescue activities, effective resource management, staging 
considerations, critical incident stress management, and special 
operations support needs.

d.  Description: PGI Safety Shooters Course would consist of 6 hours of 
classroom lecture - power point presentation, along with a question and 
answer period. There will also be an outside demo of abnormalities or 
bloopers along with demos of types of shells along with each student 

firing at least two (2) type 1.3 display type shells. There will also be a 
demo of 1.4 consumer fireworks as well. This lab portion will take up to 2 
hours. *This course DOES NOT GIVE ANYONE A LICENSE TO 
PURCHASE OR USE 1.3 DISPLAY FIREWORKS.

1.  Essentials Refresher (24 HRS) $70.00 (class dates are April 10, 
23 & 24, 2022) 
a.  FSC: 0517.008 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 14 and up, EBM or Exterior Firefighting (ELEF) or 
Interior Firefighting: Live Fire Exercises (ELIF) or Interior Firefighting: 
No Live Fire Exercises (ELIF) or Bucks Basic Fire Academy or FF-1
c.  Gear: TOG, SCBA
d.  Description: This course will review the skills learned in the "Essential 
Basic Module I" course. Topics reviewed include hose loads and 
advancement, fire streams and water supply, ground ladders, forcible 
entry, and the use of SCBA. This is a great class for the Junior Firefight-

2.  Rope 1 (RORE) (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC: 0340.008 
b.  Prerequisites: 16 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: Helmet with chin strap, clean leather gloves, eye protection, & 
work or hiking boots
d.  Description: Students in this course will be introduced to the various 
types of rope and related rescue equipment. Students will be training in 
tying of the basic knots and hitches used in rope rescue, basic rappelling 
techniques, tie-offs, self-rescue, basic litter tie-ins, and basic litter 
handling skills. Much of the program is hands-on and time is allotted for
practice in order to build proficiency.

f.   Prerequisites: Age 16 and up
g.  This course is designed to familiarize students with operations at the 
scene of a structure collapse so they may be able to function at the initial 
stages of a structure collapse operation, identify and mitigate hazards, 
recognize the need for assistance, and perform as an integral part of the 

overall operation once technical rescue teams are on site. STUDENTS

a.  FSC: 0235.008
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: A large proportion of emergency responder deaths and 
injuries occur as a result of motor vehicle accidents involving emergency 
response vehicles. This course is suitable for both novice and veteran 
emergency vehicle operators. This course consists of eight (8) hours of 
classroom and eight (8) hours of driving on a competency course. This 
course will teach, reinforce and review those issues and skills needed by 
anyone who operates a motor vehicle in responding to an emergency. 
Students are required to bring their fire department apparatus or 
emergency vehicle for which they want to be accredited for apparatus 
typing (apparatus typing means if you bring an Engine your certificate will 
indicate an Engine, if you bring a support utility vehicle, your certificate 
will indicate utility vehicle and so on...) The cost of this program is $70.00 
per person. Students must be at least age 18. This class is limited to 24 
student. Students are to report to the Patton Fire Station.  Students must 
acquire their own book "Emergency Vehicle Driver Training Participant 
Manual" for this class which are available from VFIS: visit their website at
www.vfis.com.

2.  Rope 2 (16 HRS)  $70.00 Engine Bay double door side
a.  FSC 0339.008
b.  Prerequisites: 16 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: Helmet with chin strap, clean leather gloves, eye protection, &
work or hiking boots
d.  Students in this course will be re-introduced to the various types of 
rescue equipment. Students will be trained in; mechanical advantage 
systems, safeties, basic ascending, basic rappelling technique and 
tie-offs with a rappel rack, rope changes, and one person rescue. The 
students will perform a low angle raise and lower evolution simulating 
patient transport on embankments. Most of the program is hands-on and 
time is allotted for practice in order to build proficiency.  STUDENTS WILL

3.  Structure Burn Session Class  (16 HRS) $100.00  Engine Bay 
single door side
a.  FSC:0600.008
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up, Interior Firefighter, or Bucks Basic 
Academy, or FF-1
c.  Gear: PPE & SCBA
d.  Description: This 16 hour course will provide the student with a review 
and application of the techniques used in safe firefighting practices in an 
actual fire environment. Emphasis is placed on safety for both interior and 
exterior operations.  Students are required to have Essentials of Fire 
Fighting before taking this class. Students who participate in this class 
are not permitted to wear beards or facial hair. Students must be 18 years 
of age to take this class. Students are required to bring turn out gear, 
Self-Contained Breathing Apparatus. Students are also asked to bring a 
spare S.C. B.A. cylinder. A turnout gear inspection will take place prior to 
students going into live fires. The cost of this class is $100.00 per student. 
This class is limited to 30 students. STUDENTS MUST BRING A COPY 
OF ESSENTIALS OR ELIF-4 INTERIOR CERTIFICATE AND PRESENT

a.  FSC: 0421.008
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up
c.  Gear: PPE
d.  Description: This course is designed to instruct the student in 
advanced techniques of operating pumps. Topics covered include friction 
loss, relay pumping, master streams, elevated master streams. This 
course will introduce the student to advanced concepts and methods of 
fire pump operation. Students must have taken Pump I as a prerequisite 
for this class. The cost of this program is $70.00 per person. Students 
must be at least age 18. STUDENTS WILL REPORT TO THE CAMBRIA

5.  Confined Space Rescue (CSR) (16 HRS) $70.00  Burn Building 
Classroom
a.  FSC: 0324.008 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up, Basic Rigging for Rope Rescue (ROBR) 
or Rope / High Angle Rescue I (RORE) and Respiratory Protection I 
(REPR) or DHBR
c.  Gear: Helmet with chin strap, clean leather gloves, eye protection, 
work or hiking boots, knee pads if possible, outdoor work clothing or 
coveralls appropriate for weather conditions, and SCBA. TURN OUT 
GEAR IS NOT ACCEPTABLE. Students may supply additional personal 
or department equipment, but all such equipment is subject to inspection
and/or rejection by the instructors prior to use.

a.  FSC: 0745.008 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up, Structural Collapse Operations Level I 
(SCOA), Confined Space Rescue (CSR), and Building Construction 
Principles: Fire Resistive and Non-Combustible - NFA or Building 
Construction Principles: Wood and Ordinary Construction – NFA
c.  Gear: Helmet with chin strap, clean leather gloves, eye protection, 
hearing protection, work or hiking boots, knee pads if possible, outdoor 
work clothing or coveralls appropriate for weather conditions. Turn out 
gear with the additional protection listed above is acceptable. Students 
may supply additional personal or department equipment, but all such 
equipment is subject to inspection and/or rejection by the instructors prior
to use.
d.  Description: This course gives fire department and rescue personnel 
the knowledge and skills necessary to operate effectively at incidents 
involving the collapse of light frame and heavy wall structures. Students 
are given extensive hands-on instruction in structure assessment, 
emergency shoring and stabilization, breaching building materials and 
patient packaging and extrication.

Dedicated to tank truck emergency response and was designed with the 
fire and emergency response communities in mind. Safe Transportation 
Training Specialists (STTS) has gathered a unique collection of cargo 
tank models, props, simulators and combined them with a multi-media 
presentation to facilitate a state of the art training experience that will be

signs and symptoms to look out for in Fire Departments and what to do if 
one of your members is showing these signs.  Discussion will provide 
students with the tools to make their Departments aware of the needs of 
response personnel in dealing with and discussing behavior wellness
issues. 

2.  Insurance Services Office Program on Rating (4 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC: 9119.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA first day of class  
c.  Description “In this class, you will learn about ISO’s Public Protection 
Classification (PPC) program, the system which ISO uses to review the 
firefighting capabilities of nearly 48,000 fire districts across the United 
States. The primary focus will be on the newly implemented revisions to 
the Fire Suppression Rating Schedule (FSRS), the manual used for 
collecting and processing data for those evaluations. As a result of 
feedback from a variety of national, state and local organizations in the 
fields of fire suppression, emergency communications, water supply and 
code enforcement, ISO has made several key revisions to the PPC 
program, which are intended to reflect current trends in fire protection and 
to improve the predictive nature of the community fire mitigation evalua-
tion process and rating. We will provide a detailed review of these changes
including the introduction of a new Community Risk Reduction section, 
which evaluates Fire Prevention, Public Fire Safety Investigation and Fire 
Investigation. Fire chiefs and community officials can rely on ISO as an 
objective source of information and support.

b.  Prerequisites for Course and testing: Age 18 and up, Hazardous 
Materials Operations Level or Hazardous Materials Operations - CORE 
and Hazardous Materials Operations - Mission Specific Personal Protec-
tive Equipment – MUST BRING COPIES OF PRO BOARD OPS CORE
AND PPE CERTIFICATE FOR PRO BOARD TESTING. 
c.  Through lecture and demonstration, this course will reinforce with the 
student the knowledge and skill sets required to operate department 
owned atmosphere monitoring equipment safely, accurately, and 
effectively. In addition, the student will operate and interpret data 
obtained from using department owned atmospheric monitoring equip-
ment on simulated exercises. Subjects to be covered include identifica
tion of the various IDLH atmospheres, procedures for operating depart-
ment owned air monitoring equipment, bump testing and fresh-air setup, 
equipment decontamination procedures, and data interpretation an
 management.

4.  Winch Class (4 HRS) $10.00

b.  Prerequisites: 16 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Description: Through lecture and hands-on integrated training exercis-
es, this course will assist the student with safe and effective operation of 
a winch.  Key safety elements will provide risk reduction strategies for 
maintaining a safe and effective rescue ground.  This course was 
developed for rescue/extrication personnel exposed to winch operations 
for the purpose of recovery and stabilization. This course reviews strate-
gic and tactical considerations for winch operations during an incident, 
inspection points for a comprehensive preventive maintenance schedule, 

and critical safety elements.  Through integrated training scenarios, the
student will implement lesson objectives.

5.  Cambria County Coroner – Scene Preservation for First 
Responders (3 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC 0870.007
b.  Prerequisites: This class provides participants with basic understand-
ing of access and control of evidence that may be encountered at a fire 
scene. This course will also address the legal aspects of evidence preser-
vation, personal safety issues, on-scene conduct and documentation 
requirements for emergency responders. The cost of this class is $10.00 
per student. The age requirement is age 16. Students will only
receive a Cambria County Fire School Certificate for this class.

6.  Ropes and Knots (3 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC: 0346.007 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 14 and up 
c.  Gear: PPE
d.  This class will teach the fire fighter how to identify and tie basic fire 
service knots and how to apply the correct knot to lift and lower fire
ground equipment.

7.  Rehabilitation for Firefighters Working in Emergency Environ-
ments (3 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC: 0669.007 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up 
c.  Description: This course is designed for fire and emergency medical 
personnel who are responsible for establishing and operating a rehabili-
tation area for firefighters and emergency service responders at 
emergency environments. The course will deal with how to establish and 
operate a rehabilitation center for emergency providers who are 
operating at an emergency event. 

8.  Small Games of Chance (4 HRS)   $10.00
a.  FSC: 9420.007
b.  Description: The presentation will discuss the current Small Games of 
Chance Act Rule and Regulations, pertaining to the operation and 
enforcement of the local Small Games of Chance Act; legal vs illegal 
types of gambling, various types of permitted Small Games of Chance 
games, Use of Proceeds for holders of Club or Catering Club Liquor 
Licenses versus non liquor license holders; Bingo Laws and Special 
Occasion Permits.  Also, the presentation will address strict liability for fire 
companies and how it effects the companies. Students will only receive a
Cambria County Fire School Certificate for this class.

9.  Arson Awareness for Emergency Response Personnel (AAEP) 
(4 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC: 0735.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up 
c.  Description: This course is appropriate for all emergency responders 
(fire, fire police, police, and EMS) who might arrive first on the scene of a 
fire. It consists of material extracted from the longer NFA course Arson 
Detection for the First Responder and is designed to give essential basic 
information to responders whose duties do not require the longer NFA 
course, or whose time schedule will not permit attending the longer 
course at this time. It will prepare these responders to make observations 
and take actions that will help fire investigators determine cause and 
origin of fires and, where applicable, investigate and successfully pros
cute cases of arson.

1.  Clandestine Drug Laboratory – Operations Level (8 HRS) $35.00 
a.  FSC: 0847.007 

b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up, EBM or Interior Firefighting: Live Fire 
Exercises (ELIF) or Interior Firefighting: No Live Fire Exercises (ELIF) or
Bucks Basic Fire Academy or FF-1  
c.  This program addresses the safety considerations for emergency 
response actions for clandestine drug labs. This course brings to light the 
inherent dangers and exposure conditions often associated with these 
clandestine processes. This program will leave the student with a 
comprehensive overview of best practices defensive response actions in 
order to maintain responder safety. Subjects to be covered include lab 
indicators, establishing work zones, decontamination techniques and 
procedures, associated hazards, and a basic understanding of lab type
and their associated safety issues.

2.  Heavy Truck Rescue (8 HRS) $50.00
a.  FSC: 0622.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up, Basic Vehicle Rescue Training
c.  Gear: TOG or approved rescue gear
d. This program addresses the hazards and resource demands for 
extrication emergencies involving large and heavy vehicles. Addressed in 
this program, are vehicle design considerations, weight distribution 
hazards, payloads, strength points, and special hazard considerations. 
The course teaches the student how to assess, stabilize, and access 
vehicles of greater size and weight. Students will learn how to address 
special resource needs encountered during extrication emergencies.

3.  RAMP Program (Saturday am) (3 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC 9320.007
b.  18 YOA 
c.  Description: RAMP Server/Seller Training consists of training for a 
licensee's alcohol service staff (this includes anyone who serves alcohol-
ic beverages and/or check IDs). All alcohol service personnel hired on or 
after August 8, 2016, who are not RAMP server/seller trained, must be 
RAMP server/seller trained within six months of being hired. Employees 
who are not currently considered alcohol service personnel but are 
transferred into an alcohol service personnel position on or after August 
8, 2016, must be RAMP server/seller trained within six months of assum-
ing their new duties. Any existing and newly-hired alcohol service person-
nel who are currently RAMP server/seller trained must be retrained when 
their training expires. All cashiers selling wine at an establishment with a 
wine expanded permit must be RAMP server/seller trained. If a licensee 
obtains an off-premises catering permit for use at a catered function, 
every employee whose primary responsibility at the catered function is to 
sell and/or serve alcoholic beverages or check identifications of those

1.  Hazardous Materials Operations Level Annual Refresher 
Training (6 HRS) $35.00
a.  FSC: 0737.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, Hazardous Materials Operations Level 
or Hazardous Materials Operations - CORE and Hazardous Materials 
Operations - Mission Specific Personal Protective Equipment
c.  Gear: TOG/SCBA or Chemical Protective Clothing with Respiratory
Protection
d.  This course will allow a hazardous material emergency responder at 
the First Responder Operations Level to receive refresher training as
required annually by federal regulation.

2.  Legal Aspects Command Officer (8 HRS) $35.00 
a.  FSC:0931.007
b.  This program is to provide legal issue awareness to Line and 

Command Officers. This program will provide the student with an 
overview of the laws and standards as they apply to emergency service 
managers. Discussions will relate to specific laws and standards that 
relate to organizational operations and service delivery. This program 
places emphasis upon the development of knowledge used by emergen-
cy service managers to achieve an efficient documentation system and 
departmental operating guidelines. This course will include; lecture, 
group discussion, and simulated situation responses.  Students must be
at least age 14

1.  Apparatus Preventative Maintenance (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC 0505.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by First Day of Class 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: Using lecture and practical exercises, this course will 
provide insight to the need for an apparatus preventative maintenance 
program from an operations, financial, and legal perspective. The course 
contains a review of recommended maintenance practices for both 
chassis components and all fire service related components such as 
pumps, aerials, and hydraulic- powered equipment. The practical exercis-
es include the theory and performance of fire service pump tests to meet 
both Underwriters Laboratories and National Fire Protection Association 
standards. A proper visual inspection of the chassis and related compo-
nents of fire service vehicles will be demonstrated and practiced.

2.  Preparation for Initial Company Operations (PICO) (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC: 0380.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, EBM or Interior Firefighting: Live Fire 
Exercises (ELIF) or Interior Firefighting: No Live Fire Exercises (ELIF) or
Bucks Basic Fire Academy or FF-1
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This course is designed to prepare the student to function 
as a company officer, by developing the skills required to safely and 
successfully managing company tactical operations at structural fires. 
The first in the series of programs designed to meet the needs of fire 
officers and crew operations. This course will provide a basic foundation 
for the management of one or more companies’ development of proficien-
cy in critical skills. Key content includes Roles and Responsibilities, 
Readiness, Communication, Building Construction and Fire Behavior
Factors, and Pre-incident Preparation.

3.  Junior FF Program (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC 0553.007
b.  Prerequisites: 14 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE
d.  Description: Through classroom sessions and practical exercises, this 
course will give the new junior firefighter the ability to perform very basic 
support skills, safely and effectively as a member of a fire suppression 
organization.  This program will cover basic fire chemistry, introduction to 
safety and training, hose construction and loads, personal protective 
clothing, basic ladder identification, ladder carries and raises, portable 
fire extinguishers, and basic equipment identification and application.  
This course does not meet or exceed the PA Essentials of Firefighting 
Program and cannot be used as a prerequisite for any other program.

4.  Flammable Liquids (16 HRS) $100.00 
a.  FSC: 0725.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE & SCBA
d.  Description: The student will learn the parameters of and the proce-
dures necessary to attack and extinguish fires involving flammable 

liquids.  This course will introduce the student to basic fire chemistry, 
characteristics of flammable liquids, parameters of combustion, and 
extinguishment techniques using dry chemical, water, and foam on live 
flammable liquid fires. ESSENTIALS OF FIRE FIGHTING IS REQUIRED 
AS A PREREQUISITE FOR THIS CLASS. STUDENTS WILL HAVE TO 
SHOW A COPY OF THEIR ESSENTIALS CERTIFICATE TO THE 
INSTRUCTOR. Students must be 18 years of age to take the class. 
Students are required to have turn out gear and self-contained breathing 
apparatus. Students are also requested to bring a spare cylinder for their 
SCBA. No students will be permitted to wear beards or facial hair while 
taking this class. A turnout gear inspection will be conducted before doing
any burns. This class is limited to 30 students.

5.  NWCG S 130 Basic Wildland FF Training – PA DCNR (32 HRS) 
$140.00 (class will run on Weekends #1 & #2 - April 2, 3, 9 & 10) 
a.  FSC: 1903.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: see description below
d.  Description: This 32 hour course addresses the foundational skills 
universal to all wildland firefighters and will run on Weekends #1 & #2 
(April 2, 3, 9 & 10). The material is broken into lecture and field exercises. 
The program explains the concepts and skills that will be performed and 
evaluated for the field exercises. Topics include: Preparedness, ICS and 
Resources; Watch Out and LCES; Fire Shelter; Potential Hazards and 
Human Factors on the fire line; Transportation Safety; Hand Tools; Firing 
Devices; Water Use; Suppression, Communications, and Mop-up; 
Hazardous Materials and Wildland/Urban Interface. Pre-requisites: NIMS 
IS-700 (National Incident Management System (NIMS), An Introduction) 
& NIMS ICS-100 (Introduction to the Incident Command System) which 
are online courses. Students are also encouraged to complete the S-190 
Introduction to Wildland Fire Behavior online course (www.nfa.pla-
teau.com/learning/user/login.jsp). PPE Requirements: Leather lace up 
boots, Nomex shirt and pants (long sleeve flannel shirt and jeans will be 
acceptable for this training class), gloves, eye and ear protection, and a 
hardhat with chin strap (Note: firefighter bunker gear is not acceptable 
PPE for this course).  Students must be at least age 18 by the first day o
class.

6.  Aerial Apparatus Practices (AELA) (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC 0315.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE
d.  Description: This course will introduce the student to the basic operat-
ing principles of fire service aerial equipment. Students attending this 
course will, through classroom work and hands-on practice of basic skills, 
be introduced to the operational theory of aerials, aerial towers, and 
elevating platforms. Basic system design, safety, spotting/stabilization, 
operation, and elevated master stream operations are all covered.

7.  Basic Rigging for Rope Rescue (ROBR) (16 HRS) $70.00
a.  FSC: 0341.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, Introduction to Safety and the Training 
System 
c.  Gear: Helmet with chin strap (fire, construction or climbing helmet), 
eye protection, leather gloves, work or hiking boots that provide support, 
outdoor work clothing appropriate for weather conditions and water bottle 
or other suitable device for storing liquids in the field. Students may bring 
additional personal or department owned equipment, but all such equip-
ment will be subject to inspection prior to use. FIRE FIGHTER 
TURN-OUT GEAR IS NOT ACCEPTABLE FOR THIS CLASS. Student 
will also need a 15 foot section of rope and 15 foot piece of 1 inch tubular
webbing for knot practice.
d. Description: Participants in this course will be introduced to rope, 
rope hardware, patient packing, and basic haul systems, which can be 
used in various aspects of rescue. The intent of this course is to provide 
rope and basic rigging experience for anyone interested in rope rescue, 
but particularly those who do not want to, or are unable to rappel. 

8.  Building Construction: Wood & Ordinary (16 HRS) $70.00 

a.  FSC: 0780.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: The failure of a building or building components under fire 
conditions is a leading cause of fire fighter death and injury. The ability to 
recognize and locate relevant information about a building before a fire 
and to "read" a building during a fire, are essential survival skills. This 
course prepares the student to accomplish these skills in buildings of
wood frame or ordinary construction.

9.  Firefighter Survival (SURV) (16 HRS) $70.00  
a.  FSC 0202.007

2.  Insurance Services Office Program on Rating (4 HRS) $10.00

b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA first day of class  
c.  Description “In this class, you will learn about ISO’s Public Protection 
Classification (PPC) program, the system which ISO uses to review the 
firefighting capabilities of nearly 48,000 fire districts across the United 
States. The primary focus will be on the newly implemented revisions to 
the Fire Suppression Rating Schedule (FSRS), the manual used for 
collecting and processing data for those evaluations. As a result of 
feedback from a variety of national, state and local organizations in the 
fields of fire suppression, emergency communications, water supply and 
code enforcement, ISO has made several key revisions to the PPC 
program, which are intended to reflect current trends in fire protection and 
to improve the predictive nature of the community fire mitigation evalua-
tion process and rating. We will provide a detailed review of these changes
including the introduction of a new Community Risk Reduction section, 
which evaluates Fire Prevention, Public Fire Safety Investigation and Fire 
Investigation.

tive Equipment – MUST BRING COPIES OF PRO BOARD OPS CORE
AND PPE CERTIFICATE FOR PRO BOARD TESTING. 
c.  Through lecture and demonstration, this course will reinforce with the 
student the knowledge and skill sets required to operate department 
owned atmosphere monitoring equipment safely, accurately, and 
effectively. In addition, the student will operate and interpret data 
obtained from using department owned atmospheric monitoring equip-
ment on simulated exercises. Subjects to be covered include identifica
tion of the various IDLH atmospheres, procedures for operating depart-
ment owned air monitoring equipment, bump testing and fresh-air setup, 
equipment decontamination procedures, and data interpretation an
 management.

b.  Prerequisites: 16 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Description: Through lecture and hands-on integrated training exercis-
es, this course will assist the student with safe and effective operation of 
a winch.  Key safety elements will provide risk reduction strategies for 
maintaining a safe and effective rescue ground.  This course was 
developed for rescue/extrication personnel exposed to winch operations 
for the purpose of recovery and stabilization. This course reviews strate-
gic and tactical considerations for winch operations during an incident,

b.  Prerequisites: This class provides participants with basic understand-
ing of access and control of evidence that may be encountered at a fire 
scene. This course will also address the legal aspects of evidence preser-
vation, personal safety issues, on-scene conduct and documentation 
requirements for emergency responders. The cost of this class is $10.00 
per student. The age requirement is age 16. Students will only
receive a Cambria County Fire School Certificate for this class.

6.  Ropes and Knots (3 HRS) $10.00

d.  This class will teach the fire fighter how to identify and tie basic fire 
service knots and how to apply the correct knot to lift and lower fire
ground equipment.

7.  Rehabilitation for Firefighters Working in Emergency Environ-

c.  Description: This course is designed for fire and emergency medical 
personnel who are responsible for establishing and operating a rehabili-
tation area for firefighters and emergency service responders at 
emergency environments.

(fire, fire police, police, and EMS) who might arrive first on the scene of a 
fire. It consists of material extracted from the longer NFA course Arson 
Detection for the First Responder and is designed to give essential basic 
information to responders whose duties do not require the longer NFA 
course, or whose time schedule will not permit attending the longer 
course at this time. It will prepare these responders to make observations 
and take actions that will help fire investigators determine cause and 
origin of fires and, where applicable, investigate and successfully pros
cute cases of arson.

1.  Clandestine Drug Laboratory – Operations Level (8 HRS) $35.00 
a.  FSC: 0847.007 

b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up, EBM or Interior Firefighting: Live Fire 
Exercises (ELIF) or Interior Firefighting: No Live Fire Exercises (ELIF) or
Bucks Basic Fire Academy or FF-1  
c.  This program addresses the safety considerations for emergency 
response actions for clandestine drug labs. This course brings to light the 
inherent dangers and exposure conditions often associated with these 
clandestine processes. This program will leave the student with a 
comprehensive overview of best practices defensive response actions in 
order to maintain responder safety. Subjects to be covered include lab 
indicators, establishing work zones, decontamination techniques and 
procedures, associated hazards, and a basic understanding of lab type
and their associated safety issues.

2.  Heavy Truck Rescue (8 HRS) $50.00

b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up, Basic Vehicle Rescue Training
c.  Gear: TOG or approved rescue gear
d. This program addresses the hazards and resource demands for 
extrication emergencies involving large and heavy vehicles. Addressed in 
this program, are vehicle design considerations, weight distribution 
hazards, payloads, strength points, and special hazard considerations. 
The course teaches the student how to assess, stabilize, and access 
vehicles of greater size and weight. Students will learn how to address 
special resource needs encountered during extrication emergencies.

3.  RAMP Program (Saturday am) (3 HRS) $10.00

b.  18 YOA 
c.  Description: RAMP Server/Seller Training consists of training for a 
licensee's alcohol service staff (this includes anyone who serves alcohol-
ic beverages and/or check IDs). All alcohol service personnel hired on or 
after August 8, 2016, who are not RAMP server/seller trained, must be 
RAMP server/seller trained within six months of being hired. Employees 
who are not currently considered alcohol service personnel but are 
transferred into an alcohol service personnel position on or after August 
8, 2016, must be RAMP server/seller trained within six months of assum-
ing their new duties. Any existing and newly-hired alcohol service person-
nel who are currently RAMP server/seller trained must be retrained when 
their training expires. All cashiers selling wine at an establishment with a 
wine expanded permit must be RAMP server/seller trained.

Training (6 HRS) $35.00
a.  FSC: 0737.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, Hazardous Materials Operations Level 
or Hazardous Materials Operations - CORE and Hazardous Materials 
Operations - Mission Specific Personal Protective Equipment
c.  Gear: TOG/SCBA or Chemical Protective Clothing with Respiratory
Protection
d.  This course will allow a hazardous material emergency responder at 
the First Responder Operations Level to receive refresher training as
required annually by federal regulation.

2.  Legal Aspects Command Officer (8 HRS) $35.00 
a.  FSC:0931.007
b.  This program is to provide legal issue awareness to Line and 

Command Officers. This program will provide the student with an 
overview of the laws and standards as they apply to emergency service 
managers. Discussions will relate to specific laws and standards that 
relate to organizational operations and service delivery. This program 
places emphasis upon the development of knowledge used by emergen-
cy service managers to achieve an efficient documentation system and 
departmental operating guidelines. This course will include; lecture, 
group discussion, and simulated situation responses.  Students must be

1.  Apparatus Preventative Maintenance (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC 0505.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by First Day of Class 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: Using lecture and practical exercises, this course will 
provide insight to the need for an apparatus preventative maintenance 
program from an operations, financial, and legal perspective. The course 
contains a review of recommended maintenance practices for both 
chassis components and all fire service related components such as 
pumps, aerials, and hydraulic- powered equipment. The practical exercis-
es include the theory and performance of fire service pump tests to meet 
both Underwriters Laboratories and National Fire Protection Association 
standards. A proper visual inspection of the chassis and related compo-
nents of fire service vehicles will be demonstrated and practiced.

2.  Preparation for Initial Company Operations (PICO) (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC: 0380.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, EBM or Interior Firefighting: Live Fire 
Exercises (ELIF) or Interior Firefighting: No Live Fire Exercises (ELIF) or
Bucks Basic Fire Academy or FF-1
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This course is designed to prepare the student to function 
as a company officer, by developing the skills required to safely and 
successfully managing company tactical operations at structural fires. 
The first in the series of programs designed to meet the needs of fire 
officers and crew operations. This course will provide a basic foundation 
for the management of one or more companies’ development of proficien-
cy in critical skills. Key content includes Roles and Responsibilities, 
Readiness, Communication, Building Construction and Fire Behavior
Factors, and Pre-incident Preparation.

3.  Junior FF Program (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC 0553.007
b.  Prerequisites: 14 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE
d.  Description: Through classroom sessions and practical exercises, this 
course will give the new junior firefighter the ability to perform very basic 
support skills, safely and effectively as a member of a fire suppression 
organization.  This program will cover basic fire chemistry, introduction to 
safety and training, hose construction and loads, personal protective 
clothing, basic ladder identification, ladder carries and raises, portable 
fire extinguishers, and basic equipment identification and application.  
This course does not meet or exceed the PA Essentials of Firefighting 
Program and cannot be used as a prerequisite for any other program.

4.  Flammable Liquids (16 HRS) $100.00 
a.  FSC: 0725.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE & SCBA
d.  Description: The student will learn the parameters of and the proce-
dures necessary to attack and extinguish fires involving flammable 

liquids.  This course will introduce the student to basic fire chemistry, 
characteristics of flammable liquids, parameters of combustion, and 
extinguishment techniques using dry chemical, water, and foam on live 
flammable liquid fires. ESSENTIALS OF FIRE FIGHTING IS REQUIRED 
AS A PREREQUISITE FOR THIS CLASS. STUDENTS WILL HAVE TO 
SHOW A COPY OF THEIR ESSENTIALS CERTIFICATE TO THE 
INSTRUCTOR. Students must be 18 years of age to take the class. 
Students are required to have turn out gear and self-contained breathing 
apparatus. Students are also requested to bring a spare cylinder for their 
SCBA. No students will be permitted to wear beards or facial hair while 
taking this class. A turnout gear inspection will be conducted before doing
any burns. This class is limited to 30 students.

5.  NWCG S 130 Basic Wildland FF Training – PA DCNR (32 HRS) 
$140.00 (class will run on Weekends #1 & #2 - April 2, 3, 9 & 10) 
a.  FSC: 1903.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: see description below
d.  Description: This 32 hour course addresses the foundational skills 
universal to all wildland firefighters and will run on Weekends #1 & #2 
(April 2, 3, 9 & 10). The material is broken into lecture and field exercises. 
The program explains the concepts and skills that will be performed and 
evaluated for the field exercises. Topics include: Preparedness, ICS and 
Resources; Watch Out and LCES; Fire Shelter; Potential Hazards and 
Human Factors on the fire line; Transportation Safety; Hand Tools; Firing 
Devices; Water Use; Suppression, Communications, and Mop-up; 
Hazardous Materials and Wildland/Urban Interface. Pre-requisites: NIMS 
IS-700 (National Incident Management System (NIMS), An Introduction) 
& NIMS ICS-100 (Introduction to the Incident Command System) which 
are online courses. Students are also encouraged to complete the S-190 
Introduction to Wildland Fire Behavior online course (www.nfa.pla-
teau.com/learning/user/login.jsp). PPE Requirements: Leather lace up 
boots, Nomex shirt and pants (long sleeve flannel shirt and jeans will be 
acceptable for this training class), gloves, eye and ear protection, and a 
hardhat with chin strap (Note: firefighter bunker gear is not acceptable 
PPE for this course).  Students must be at least age 18 by the first day o
class.

6.  Aerial Apparatus Practices (AELA) (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC 0315.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE
d.  Description: This course will introduce the student to the basic operat-
ing principles of fire service aerial equipment. Students attending this 
course will, through classroom work and hands-on practice of basic skills, 
be introduced to the operational theory of aerials, aerial towers, and 
elevating platforms. Basic system design, safety, spotting/stabilization, 
operation, and elevated master stream operations are all covered.

7.  Basic Rigging for Rope Rescue (ROBR) (16 HRS) $70.00
a.  FSC: 0341.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, Introduction to Safety and the Training 
System 
c.  Gear: Helmet with chin strap (fire, construction or climbing helmet), 
eye protection, leather gloves, work or hiking boots that provide support, 
outdoor work clothing appropriate for weather conditions and water bottle 
or other suitable device for storing liquids in the field. Students may bring 
additional personal or department owned equipment, but all such equip-
ment will be subject to inspection prior to use. FIRE FIGHTER 
TURN-OUT GEAR IS NOT ACCEPTABLE FOR THIS CLASS. Student 
will also need a 15 foot section of rope and 15 foot piece of 1 inch tubular
webbing for knot practice.
d. Description: Participants in this course will be introduced to rope, 
rope hardware, patient packing, and basic haul systems, which can be 
used in various aspects of rescue. The intent of this course is to provide 
rope and basic rigging experience for anyone interested in rope rescue, 
but particularly those who do not want to, or are unable to rappel. 

8.  Building Construction: Wood & Ordinary (16 HRS) $70.00

b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: The failure of a building or building components under fire 
conditions is a leading cause of fire fighter death and injury. The ability to 
recognize and locate relevant information about a building before a fire 
and to "read" a building during a fire, are essential survival skills. This 
course prepares the student to accomplish these skills in buildings of
wood frame or ordinary construction.

9.  Firefighter Survival (SURV) (16 HRS) $70.00  
a.  FSC 0202.007 
b.  Prerequisites:  Age 18 and up, Interior Firefighter, or Bucks Basic 
Academy, or Structure Burn Session, or Firefighter I Certification
c.  Gear: PPE & SCBA
d.  Description: This program is a physically demanding, comprehensive 
program dealing with the necessary knowledge and skills relative to 
rescue procedures needed for self-rescue. Emphasis will be placed on 
search techniques, communications, accountability/location and self-res-
cue procedures. This program will teach the firefighters how to reduce the 
risk of fire fighter injuries and deaths in Pennsylvania. The class will 
enable fire fighters to become more aware and familiar with procedures 
that may be used to prevent or perhaps lessen the seriousness of injuries 
or even save their lives. Students must be in adequate physical condition
to perform 100% of all practical exercises.

10.  Serv Safe (16 HRS) $75.00 
a.  FSC 0947.007 
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YEARS OF AGE OR OLDER FIRST DAY OF 
CLASS 
c.  Gear: NONE
d.  This course fulfills the Educational and Testing requirements of the 
Pennsylvania Department of Agriculture and other regional County 
Health Departments for Food service staff and manager sanitation
 certification.

11.  FF-2 Certification Preparation Class (24 HRS) $105.00 (class 
dates are April 2, 3 & 9, 2022)  
a.  FSC: 0207.007
b.  Prerequisites: Firefighter 1 Certification or ELIF with live fire (IFSTA 
Level-4). Students must be at least age 18
c.  Gear: PPE and SCBA
d.  Description: This course is designed to prepare a fire fighter for the 
Fire Fighter II certification test. This is done by providing application 
assistance, reviewing the Fire Fighter II certification skills and hands-on 
(or discussion when hands-on is not practical). This class will run on the 
following dates: April 2, 3 & 9, 2022. The cost of this program is $105.00
per person.

b.  Prerequisites:  14 YEARS OF AGE OR OLDER FIRST DAY OF

d.  Description: Truck Companies, regardless of whether they arrive on 
an aerial device, squad, or engine, are the “combat engineers” of fire 
attack operations.  Likewise, Engine Companies are the primary tactical 
suppression resource for the fire ground commander. This course is 
designed for experienced firefighters and will introduce the student to the 
basic concept of the quint company. Topics include: organizing the roles 
and responsibilities of quint company services, selection and use of key 
operational options, apparatus placement strategies, fire ground size-up

c.  Gear: PPE & SCBA
d.  Description: The goal of this program shall be to provide the opera-
tions level responder assigned to perform mass decontamination at 
hazardous materials / WMD incidents with the knowledge and skills to 
safely and effectively perform the tasks in accordance with NFPA 472 
6.3.1.2.2. Topics include: Station manning, apparatus positioning, water 
supply & delivery requirements, site management & security, accountabil-
ity, decontamination techniques, and resource identification, setup, an
 operation

3.  Vehicle Rescue Update (4 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC: 0862.008
b.  Prerequisites: 16 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This program contains information on hybrid and electric 
vehicle safety and technology upgrades, which may pose concerns with 
extrication efforts.  This course covers basic vehicle safety and technolo-
gy changes at an emergency response level.  Operating systems, 
construction and safety features are discussed throughout the program.  
Safety features such as: air bag systems, seat belt pretention systems, 
fuel system and charging stations, safe work zones, low, medium, and 
high voltage systems, vehicle construction materials, hybrid vehicles, and 
passenger compartment upgrades. Changes to size-up, extrication 
techniques, and the use of a Field Operations Guide will also be present-
ed in this program.  This course was developed by the National Fire 
Protection Association (NFPA).

4.  Traffic Incident Management (TIM) (4 HRS) $10.00  
a.  FSC: 0214.008 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This National TIM Responder Training Program establish-
es the foundation and promotes consistent training for all responders to 
incident involving operations on or near a highway. The PA – TIM 
objectives primarily target operations and special risks to personnel 
performing fire, rescue, and EMS functions. This program examines the 
risks and provides nationally recognized actions to minimize/reduce 
those risks.
 
5.  Grant Writing (4 HRS) $10.00  
a.  FSC 9620.008
b.  Gear: None
c.  Description: The objective of this module is to educate the students on 
the basic terms and requirements of financial assistance. This module is 
geared to all students, either those that have limited or no previous grant 
experience or those who have already submitted applications to funding 
agencies. This module will discuss what types of financial assistance are 
available. Who offers these types of assistance and what are the neces-
sary first steps to developing a competitive application. The module will 
convey the importance of planning you grant applications. It will focus on 
the type of information you will need to write a competitive application and 
where you can access this data. The student will be required to 
participate in actual grant writing exercises.

This program shows the fire fighter how the two 
systems work together. The lessons learned in this program can be 
applied to other training situations. Class will be located at the City of

7.  Lockout / Tagout (LOTO)  (2 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC: 0313.008 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This course reviews lockout tag out policies and proce-
dures that create a safe and effective work environment. Topics include: 
identifying energy sources, isolation procedures, de-energizing and 
verification, hazard communications, and terminating incidents involving
energy source isolation.

8.  Water Rescue for the First Responder Awareness Level 
(WRFR-A) (3 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC: 0580.008 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This course will provide information that the first arriving 
emergency services personnel will need at a water incident to recognize 
risks and dangers associated with water emergencies and take actions to 
ensure their safety. The course will address scene assessment, activa-
tion of emergency response system, evaluation of potential and existing 
water hazards, scene management, rescue vs. recovery, and personal
safety measures.

fire. It consists of material extracted from the longer NFA course Arson 
Detection for the First Responder and is designed to give essential basic 
information to responders whose duties do not require the longer NFA 
course, or whose time schedule will not permit attending the longer 
course at this time. It will prepare these responders to make observations 
and take actions that will help fire investigators determine cause and 
origin of fires and, where applicable, investigate and successfully pros
cute cases of arson.

1.  Clandestine Drug Laboratory – Operations Level (8 HRS) $35.00 
a.  FSC: 0847.007 

b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up, EBM or Interior Firefighting: Live Fire 
Exercises (ELIF) or Interior Firefighting: No Live Fire Exercises (ELIF) or
Bucks Basic Fire Academy or FF-1  
c.  This program addresses the safety considerations for emergency 
response actions for clandestine drug labs. This course brings to light the 
inherent dangers and exposure conditions often associated with these 
clandestine processes. This program will leave the student with a 
comprehensive overview of best practices defensive response actions in 
order to maintain responder safety. Subjects to be covered include lab 
indicators, establishing work zones, decontamination techniques and 
procedures, associated hazards, and a basic understanding of lab type
and their associated safety issues.

2.  Heavy Truck Rescue (8 HRS) $50.00
a.  FSC: 0622.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up, Basic Vehicle Rescue Training
c.  Gear: TOG or approved rescue gear
d. This program addresses the hazards and resource demands for 
extrication emergencies involving large and heavy vehicles. Addressed in 
this program, are vehicle design considerations, weight distribution 
hazards, payloads, strength points, and special hazard considerations. 
The course teaches the student how to assess, stabilize, and access 
vehicles of greater size and weight. Students will learn how to address 
special resource needs encountered during extrication emergencies.

3.  RAMP Program (Saturday am) (3 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC 9320.007
b.  18 YOA 
c.  Description: RAMP Server/Seller Training consists of training for a 
licensee's alcohol service staff (this includes anyone who serves alcohol-
ic beverages and/or check IDs). All alcohol service personnel hired on or 
after August 8, 2016, who are not RAMP server/seller trained, must be 
RAMP server/seller trained within six months of being hired. Employees 
who are not currently considered alcohol service personnel but are 
transferred into an alcohol service personnel position on or after August 
8, 2016, must be RAMP server/seller trained within six months of assum-
ing their new duties. Any existing and newly-hired alcohol service person-
nel who are currently RAMP server/seller trained must be retrained when 
their training expires. All cashiers selling wine at an establishment with a 
wine expanded permit must be RAMP server/seller trained. If a licensee 
obtains an off-premises catering permit for use at a catered function, 
every employee whose primary responsibility at the catered function is to 
sell and/or serve alcoholic beverages or check identifications of those

or Hazardous Materials Operations - CORE and Hazardous Materials 
Operations - Mission Specific Personal Protective Equipment
c.  Gear: TOG/SCBA or Chemical Protective Clothing with Respiratory
Protection
d.  This course will allow a hazardous material emergency responder at 
the First Responder Operations Level to receive refresher training as
required annually by federal regulation.

2.  Legal Aspects Command Officer (8 HRS) $35.00 
a.  FSC:0931.007
b.  This program is to provide legal issue awareness to Line and 

Command Officers. This program will provide the student with an 
overview of the laws and standards as they apply to emergency service 
managers. Discussions will relate to specific laws and standards that 
relate to organizational operations and service delivery. This program 
places emphasis upon the development of knowledge used by emergen-
cy service managers to achieve an efficient documentation system and 
departmental operating guidelines. This course will include; lecture, 
group discussion, and simulated situation responses.  Students must be

1.  Apparatus Preventative Maintenance (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC 0505.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by First Day of Class 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: Using lecture and practical exercises, this course will 
provide insight to the need for an apparatus preventative maintenance 
program from an operations, financial, and legal perspective. The course 
contains a review of recommended maintenance practices for both 
chassis components and all fire service related components such as 
pumps, aerials, and hydraulic- powered equipment. The practical exercis-
es include the theory and performance of fire service pump tests to meet 
both Underwriters Laboratories and National Fire Protection Association 
standards. A proper visual inspection of the chassis and related compo-
nents of fire service vehicles will be demonstrated and practiced.

2.  Preparation for Initial Company Operations (PICO) (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC: 0380.007
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, EBM or Interior Firefighting: Live Fire 
Exercises (ELIF) or Interior Firefighting: No Live Fire Exercises (ELIF) or
Bucks Basic Fire Academy or FF-1
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This course is designed to prepare the student to function 
as a company officer, by developing the skills required to safely and 
successfully managing company tactical operations at structural fires. 
The first in the series of programs designed to meet the needs of fire 
officers and crew operations. This course will provide a basic foundation 
for the management of one or more companies’ development of proficien-
cy in critical skills. Key content includes Roles and Responsibilities, 
Readiness, Communication, Building Construction and Fire Behavior
Factors, and Pre-incident Preparation.

b.  Prerequisites: 14 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE
d.  Description: Through classroom sessions and practical exercises, this 
course will give the new junior firefighter the ability to perform very basic 
support skills, safely and effectively as a member of a fire suppression 
organization.  This program will cover basic fire chemistry, introduction to 
safety and training, hose construction and loads, personal protective 
clothing, basic ladder identification, ladder carries and raises, portable 
fire extinguishers, and basic equipment identification and application.  
This course does not meet or exceed the PA Essentials of Firefighting 
Program and cannot be used as a prerequisite for any other program.

4.  Flammable Liquids (16 HRS) $100.00 
a.  FSC: 0725.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE & SCBA
d.  Description: The student will learn the parameters of and the proce-
dures necessary to attack and extinguish fires involving flammable 

liquids.  This course will introduce the student to basic fire chemistry, 
characteristics of flammable liquids, parameters of combustion, and 
extinguishment techniques using dry chemical, water, and foam on live 
flammable liquid fires. ESSENTIALS OF FIRE FIGHTING IS REQUIRED 
AS A PREREQUISITE FOR THIS CLASS. STUDENTS WILL HAVE TO 
SHOW A COPY OF THEIR ESSENTIALS CERTIFICATE TO THE

5.  NWCG S 130 Basic Wildland FF Training – PA DCNR (32 HRS) 
$140.00 (class will run on Weekends #1 & #2 - April 2, 3, 9 & 10) 
a.  FSC: 1903.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: see description below
d.  Description: This 32 hour course addresses the foundational skills 
universal to all wildland firefighters and will run on Weekends #1 & #2 
(April 2, 3, 9 & 10). The material is broken into lecture and field exercises. 
The program explains the concepts and skills that will be performed and 
evaluated for the field exercises. Topics include: Preparedness, ICS and 
Resources; Watch Out and LCES; Fire Shelter; Potential Hazards and 
Human Factors on the fire line; Transportation Safety; Hand Tools; Firing 
Devices; Water Use; Suppression, Communications, and Mop-up; 
Hazardous Materials and Wildland/Urban Interface. Pre-requisites: NIMS 
IS-700 (National Incident Management System (NIMS), An Introduction) 
& NIMS ICS-100 (Introduction to the Incident Command System) which 
are online courses. Students are also encouraged to complete the S-190

d.  Description: This course will introduce the student to the basic operat-
ing principles of fire service aerial equipment. Students attending this 
course will, through classroom work and hands-on practice of basic skills, 
be introduced to the operational theory of aerials, aerial towers, and 
elevating platforms. Basic system design, safety, spotting/stabilization, 
operation, and elevated master stream operations are all covered.

or other suitable device for storing liquids in the field. Students may bring 
additional personal or department owned equipment, but all such equip-
ment will be subject to inspection prior to use.

d. Description: Participants in this course will be introduced to rope, 
rope hardware, patient packing, and basic haul systems, which can be 
used in various aspects of rescue.

d.  Description: The failure of a building or building components under fire 
conditions is a leading cause of fire fighter death and injury. The ability to 
recognize and locate relevant information about a building before a fire 
and to "read" a building during a fire, are essential survival skills. This 
course prepares the student to accomplish these skills in buildings of
wood frame or ordinary construction.

9.  Firefighter Survival (SURV) (16 HRS) $70.00  
a.  FSC 0202.007 
b.  Prerequisites:  Age 18 and up, Interior Firefighter, or Bucks Basic 
Academy, or Structure Burn Session, or Firefighter I Certification
c.  Gear: PPE & SCBA
d.  Description: This program is a physically demanding, comprehensive 
program dealing with the necessary knowledge and skills relative to 
rescue procedures needed for self-rescue. Emphasis will be placed on 
search techniques, communications, accountability/location and self-res-
cue procedures. This program will teach the firefighters how to reduce the 
risk of fire fighter injuries and deaths in Pennsylvania. The class will 
enable fire fighters to become more aware and familiar with procedures 
that may be used to prevent or perhaps lessen the seriousness of injuries 
or even save their lives. Students must be in adequate physical condition
to perform 100% of all practical exercises.

10.  Serv Safe (16 HRS) $75.00 
a.  FSC 0947.007 
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YEARS OF AGE OR OLDER FIRST DAY OF 
CLASS 
c.  Gear: NONE
d.  This course fulfills the Educational and Testing requirements of the 
Pennsylvania Department of Agriculture and other regional County 
Health Departments for Food service staff and manager sanitation
 certification.

11.  FF-2 Certification Preparation Class (24 HRS) $105.00 (class 
dates are April 2, 3 & 9, 2022)  
a.  FSC: 0207.007
b.  Prerequisites: Firefighter 1 Certification or ELIF with live fire (IFSTA 
Level-4). Students must be at least age 18
c.  Gear: PPE and SCBA
d.  Description: This course is designed to prepare a fire fighter for the 
Fire Fighter II certification test. This is done by providing application 
assistance, reviewing the Fire Fighter II certification skills and hands-on 
(or discussion when hands-on is not practical). This class will run on the 
following dates: April 2, 3 & 9, 2022. The cost of this program is $105.00
per person.

d.  Description: Truck Companies, regardless of whether they arrive on 
an aerial device, squad, or engine, are the “combat engineers” of fire 
attack operations.  Likewise, Engine Companies are the primary tactical 
suppression resource for the fire ground commander.

safely and effectively perform the tasks in accordance with NFPA 472 
6.3.1.2.2. Topics include: Station manning, apparatus positioning, water 
supply & delivery requirements, site management & security, accountabil-
ity, decontamination techniques, and resource identification, setup, an
 operation

3.  Vehicle Rescue Update (4 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC: 0862.008
b.  Prerequisites: 16 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This program contains information on hybrid and electric 
vehicle safety and technology upgrades, which may pose concerns with 
extrication efforts.  This course covers basic vehicle safety and technolo-
gy changes at an emergency response level.  Operating systems, 
construction and safety features are discussed throughout the program.  
Safety features such as: air bag systems, seat belt pretention systems, 
fuel system and charging stations, safe work zones, low, medium, and 
high voltage systems, vehicle construction materials, hybrid vehicles, and 
passenger compartment upgrades. Changes to size-up, extrication 
techniques, and the use of a Field Operations Guide will also be present-
ed in this program.

d.  Description: This National TIM Responder Training Program establish-
es the foundation and promotes consistent training for all responders to 
incident involving operations on or near a highway. The PA – TIM 
objectives primarily target operations and special risks to personnel 
performing fire, rescue, and EMS functions. This program examines the 
risks and provides nationally recognized actions to minimize/reduce 
those risks.
 
5.  Grant Writing (4 HRS) $10.00

c.  Description: The objective of this module is to educate the students on 
the basic terms and requirements of financial assistance. This module is 
geared to all students, either those that have limited or no previous grant 
experience or those who have already submitted applications to funding 
agencies. This module will discuss what types of financial assistance are 
available. Who offers these types of assistance and what are the neces-
sary first steps to developing a competitive application.

7.  Lockout / Tagout (LOTO)  (2 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC: 0313.008 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This course reviews lockout tag out policies and proce-
dures that create a safe and effective work environment. Topics include: 
identifying energy sources, isolation procedures, de-energizing and 
verification, hazard communications, and terminating incidents involving
energy source isolation.

8.  Water Rescue for the First Responder Awareness Level 
(WRFR-A) (3 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC: 0580.008 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This course will provide information that the first arriving 
emergency services personnel will need at a water incident to recognize 
risks and dangers associated with water emergencies and take actions to 
ensure their safety. The course will address scene assessment, activa-
tion of emergency response system, evaluation of potential and existing 
water hazards, scene management, rescue vs. recovery, and personal
safety measures.

tions level responder assigned to perform technical decontamination at 
hazardous materials/WMD incidents with the knowledge and skills to 
safely and effectively perform the tasks in accordance with NFPA
6.4.1.2.2.

2.  Command Response to Mayday (8 HRS) $35.00 
a.  FSC 0891.008
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by First day of Class 
c.  Gear: None
d. Description: This course is designed to provide the student with the 
knowledge to safely manage resources and personnel during “mayday” 
emergencies.  This course addresses command and control techniques 
such as: tactical benchmarking, effective communications, effective and 
accurate accountability, and strategic on-going evaluation.  This course is 
for student who would actively participate in the mitigation of deteriorating 
conditions that lead to “mayday” emergencies.  Course will cover: 
effective communications and radio control, “mayday” definition, RIT 
responsibilities and activation, evaluation of case studies, command and 
control for rescue activities, effective resource management, staging 
considerations, critical incident stress management, and special 
operations support needs. 
   
3.  Pyrotechnic Guild International (PGI) Safety Shooters

a.  FSC-2022-0001.08
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by the first day of class
c.  Gear:  Hard hat, gloves, safety glasses or Turn out gear.
d.  Description: PGI Safety Shooters Course would consist of 6 hours of 
classroom lecture - power point presentation, along with a question and 
answer period. There will also be an outside demo of abnormalities or 
bloopers along with demos of types of shells along with each student 

firing at least two (2) type 1.3 display type shells. There will also be a 
demo of 1.4 consumer fireworks as well. This lab portion will take up to 2 
hours. *This course DOES NOT GIVE ANYONE A LICENSE TO 
PURCHASE OR USE 1.3 DISPLAY FIREWORKS. This course will 
provide training and information on how anyone could get their own 
license or how to work to display companies for students who would like 
to continue their journey into display fireworks.

Interior Firefighting: Live Fire Exercises (ELIF) or Interior Firefighting: 
No Live Fire Exercises (ELIF) or Bucks Basic Fire Academy or FF-1
c.  Gear: TOG, SCBA
d.  Description: This course will review the skills learned in the "Essential 
Basic Module I" course. Topics reviewed include hose loads and 
advancement, fire streams and water supply, ground ladders, forcible 
entry, and the use of SCBA.

2.  Rope 1 (RORE) (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC: 0340.008 
b.  Prerequisites: 16 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: Helmet with chin strap, clean leather gloves, eye protection, & 
work or hiking boots
d.  Description: Students in this course will be introduced to the various 
types of rope and related rescue equipment. Students will be training in 
tying of the basic knots and hitches used in rope rescue, basic rappelling 
techniques, tie-offs, self-rescue, basic litter tie-ins, and basic litter 
handling skills. Much of the program is hands-on and time is allotted for
practice in order to build proficiency.

The primary focus will be on the newly implemented revisions to 
the Fire Suppression Rating Schedule (FSRS), the manual used for 
collecting and processing data for those evaluations. As a result of 
feedback from a variety of national, state and local organizations in the 
fields of fire suppression, emergency communications, water supply and 
code enforcement, ISO has made several key revisions to the PPC 
program, which are intended to reflect current trends in fire protection and 
to improve the predictive nature of the community fire mitigation evalua-
tion process and rating. We will provide a detailed review of these changes
including the introduction of a new Community Risk Reduction section, 
which evaluates Fire Prevention, Public Fire Safety Investigation and Fire 
Investigation.

b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up, EBM or Interior Firefighting: Live Fire 
Exercises (ELIF) or Interior Firefighting: No Live Fire Exercises (ELIF) or
Bucks Basic Fire Academy or FF-1  
c.  This program addresses the safety considerations for emergency 
response actions for clandestine drug labs. This course brings to light the 
inherent dangers and exposure conditions often associated with these 
clandestine processes. This program will leave the student with a 
comprehensive overview of best practices defensive response actions in 
order to maintain responder safety. Subjects to be covered include lab 
indicators, establishing work zones, decontamination techniques and 
procedures, associated hazards, and a basic understanding of lab type
and their associated safety issues.

2.  Heavy Truck Rescue (8 HRS) $50.00

c.  Gear: TOG or approved rescue gear
d. This program addresses the hazards and resource demands for 
extrication emergencies involving large and heavy vehicles.

licensee's alcohol service staff (this includes anyone who serves alcohol-
ic beverages and/or check IDs). All alcohol service personnel hired on or 
after August 8, 2016, who are not RAMP server/seller trained, must be 
RAMP server/seller trained within six months of being hired. Employees 
who are not currently considered alcohol service personnel but are 
transferred into an alcohol service personnel position on or after August 
8, 2016, must be RAMP server/seller trained within six months of assum-
ing their new duties. Any existing and newly-hired alcohol service person-
nel who are currently RAMP server/seller trained must be retrained when 
their training expires.

Operations - Mission Specific Personal Protective Equipment
c.  Gear: TOG/SCBA or Chemical Protective Clothing with Respiratory

d.  This course will allow a hazardous material emergency responder at 
the First Responder Operations Level to receive refresher training as
required annually by federal regulation.

2.  Legal Aspects Command Officer (8 HRS) $35.00

provide insight to the need for an apparatus preventative maintenance 
program from an operations, financial, and legal perspective. The course 
contains a review of recommended maintenance practices for both 
chassis components and all fire service related components such as 
pumps, aerials, and hydraulic- powered equipment. The practical exercis-
es include the theory and performance of fire service pump tests to meet 
both Underwriters Laboratories and National Fire Protection Association 
standards. A proper visual inspection of the chassis and related compo-
nents of fire service vehicles will be demonstrated and practiced.

This program will cover basic fire chemistry, introduction to 
safety and training, hose construction and loads, personal protective 
clothing, basic ladder identification, ladder carries and raises, portable 
fire extinguishers, and basic equipment identification and application.

This course will introduce the student to basic fire chemistry, 
characteristics of flammable liquids, parameters of combustion, and 
extinguishment techniques using dry chemical, water, and foam on live 
flammable liquid fires. ESSENTIALS OF FIRE FIGHTING IS REQUIRED 
AS A PREREQUISITE FOR THIS CLASS. STUDENTS WILL HAVE TO 
SHOW A COPY OF THEIR ESSENTIALS CERTIFICATE TO THE 
INSTRUCTOR. Students must be 18 years of age to take the class. 
Students are required to have turn out gear and self-contained breathing 
apparatus. Students are also requested to bring a spare cylinder for their 
SCBA. No students will be permitted to wear beards or facial hair while 
taking this class. A turnout gear inspection will be conducted before doing
any burns. This class is limited to 30 students.

5.  NWCG S 130 Basic Wildland FF Training – PA DCNR (32 HRS) 
$140.00 (class will run on Weekends #1 & #2 - April 2, 3, 9 & 10) 
a.  FSC: 1903.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: see description below
d.  Description: This 32 hour course addresses the foundational skills 
universal to all wildland firefighters and will run on Weekends #1 & #2 
(April 2, 3, 9 & 10). The material is broken into lecture and field exercises. 
The program explains the concepts and skills that will be performed and 
evaluated for the field exercises. Topics include: Preparedness, ICS and 
Resources; Watch Out and LCES; Fire Shelter; Potential Hazards and 
Human Factors on the fire line; Transportation Safety; Hand Tools; Firing 
Devices; Water Use; Suppression, Communications, and Mop-up; 
Hazardous Materials and Wildland/Urban Interface. Pre-requisites: NIMS 
IS-700 (National Incident Management System (NIMS), An Introduction) 
& NIMS ICS-100 (Introduction to the Incident Command System) which 
are online courses. Students are also encouraged to complete the S-190 
Introduction to Wildland Fire Behavior online course (www.nfa.pla-
teau.com/learning/user/login.jsp). PPE Requirements: Leather lace up 
boots, Nomex shirt and pants (long sleeve flannel shirt and jeans will be 
acceptable for this training class), gloves, eye and ear protection, and a 
hardhat with chin strap (Note: firefighter bunker gear is not acceptable 
PPE for this course).  Students must be at least age 18 by the first day o
class.

6.  Aerial Apparatus Practices (AELA) (16 HRS) $70.00 
a.  FSC 0315.007
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: PPE
d.  Description: This course will introduce the student to the basic operat-
ing principles of fire service aerial equipment. Students attending this 
course will, through classroom work and hands-on practice of basic skills, 
be introduced to the operational theory of aerials, aerial towers, and 
elevating platforms. Basic system design, safety, spotting/stabilization, 
operation, and elevated master stream operations are all covered.

7.  Basic Rigging for Rope Rescue (ROBR) (16 HRS) $70.00

b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, Introduction to Safety and the Training 
System 
c.  Gear: Helmet with chin strap (fire, construction or climbing helmet), 
eye protection, leather gloves, work or hiking boots that provide support, 
outdoor work clothing appropriate for weather conditions and water bottle 
or other suitable device for storing liquids in the field. Students may bring 
additional personal or department owned equipment, but all such equip-
ment will be subject to inspection prior to use. FIRE FIGHTER

d. Description: Participants in this course will be introduced to rope, 
rope hardware, patient packing, and basic haul systems, which can be 
used in various aspects of rescue. The intent of this course is to provide 
rope and basic rigging experience for anyone interested in rope rescue, 
but particularly those who do not want to, or are unable to rappel. 

8.  Building Construction: Wood & Ordinary (16 HRS) $70.00

b.  Prerequisites: Age 16 and up, 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: The failure of a building or building components under fire 
conditions is a leading cause of fire fighter death and injury. The ability to 
recognize and locate relevant information about a building before a fire 
and to "read" a building during a fire, are essential survival skills. This 
course prepares the student to accomplish these skills in buildings of
wood frame or ordinary construction.

9.  Firefighter Survival (SURV) (16 HRS) $70.00  
a.  FSC 0202.007 
b.  Prerequisites:  Age 18 and up, Interior Firefighter, or Bucks Basic 
Academy, or Structure Burn Session, or Firefighter I Certification
c.  Gear: PPE & SCBA
d.  Description: This program is a physically demanding, comprehensive 
program dealing with the necessary knowledge and skills relative to 
rescue procedures needed for self-rescue. Emphasis will be placed on 
search techniques, communications, accountability/location and self-res-
cue procedures. This program will teach the firefighters how to reduce the 
risk of fire fighter injuries and deaths in Pennsylvania. The class will 
enable fire fighters to become more aware and familiar with procedures 
that may be used to prevent or perhaps lessen the seriousness of injuries 
or even save their lives. Students must be in adequate physical condition
to perform 100% of all practical exercises.

10.  Serv Safe (16 HRS) $75.00 
a.  FSC 0947.007 
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YEARS OF AGE OR OLDER FIRST DAY OF 
CLASS 
c.  Gear: NONE
d.  This course fulfills the Educational and Testing requirements of the 
Pennsylvania Department of Agriculture and other regional County 
Health Departments for Food service staff and manager sanitation
 certification.

11.  FF-2 Certification Preparation Class (24 HRS) $105.00 (class 
dates are April 2, 3 & 9, 2022)  
a.  FSC: 0207.007
b.  Prerequisites: Firefighter 1 Certification or ELIF with live fire (IFSTA 
Level-4). Students must be at least age 18
c.  Gear: PPE and SCBA
d.  Description: This course is designed to prepare a fire fighter for the 
Fire Fighter II certification test. This is done by providing application 
assistance, reviewing the Fire Fighter II certification skills and hands-on 
(or discussion when hands-on is not practical). This class will run on the 
following dates: April 2, 3 & 9, 2022.

an aerial device, squad, or engine, are the “combat engineers” of fire 
attack operations.

6.3.1.2.2. Topics include: Station manning, apparatus positioning, water 
supply & delivery requirements, site management & security, accountabil-
ity, decontamination techniques, and resource identification, setup, an
 operation

3.  Vehicle Rescue Update (4 HRS) $10.00 
a.  FSC: 0862.008
b.  Prerequisites: 16 YOA by first day of class 
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This program contains information on hybrid and electric 
vehicle safety and technology upgrades, which may pose concerns with 
extrication efforts.  This course covers basic vehicle safety and technolo-
gy changes at an emergency response level.  Operating systems, 
construction and safety features are discussed throughout the program.  
Safety features such as: air bag systems, seat belt pretention systems, 
fuel system and charging stations, safe work zones, low, medium, and 
high voltage systems, vehicle construction materials, hybrid vehicles, and 
passenger compartment upgrades. Changes to size-up, extrication 
techniques, and the use of a Field Operations Guide will also be present-
ed in this program.

The PA – TIM 
objectives primarily target operations and special risks to personnel 
performing fire, rescue, and EMS functions. This program examines the 
risks and provides nationally recognized actions to minimize/reduce 
those risks.

d.  Description: This course reviews lockout tag out policies and proce-
dures that create a safe and effective work environment. Topics include: 
identifying energy sources, isolation procedures, de-energizing and 
verification, hazard communications, and terminating incidents involving
energy source isolation.

8.  Water Rescue for the First Responder Awareness Level 
(WRFR-A) (3 HRS) $10.00
a.  FSC: 0580.008 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up
c.  Gear: None
d.  Description: This course will provide information that the first arriving 
emergency services personnel will need at a water incident to recognize 
risks and dangers associated with water emergencies and take actions to 
ensure their safety.

tions level responder assigned to perform technical decontamination at 
hazardous materials/WMD incidents with the knowledge and skills to 
safely and effectively perform the tasks in accordance with NFPA
6.4.1.2.2.

2.  Command Response to Mayday (8 HRS) $35.00 
a.  FSC 0891.008
b.  Prerequisites: 18 YOA by First day of Class 
c.  Gear: None
d. Description: This course is designed to provide the student with the 
knowledge to safely manage resources and personnel during “mayday” 
emergencies.  This course addresses command and control techniques 
such as: tactical benchmarking, effective communications, effective and 
accurate accountability, and strategic on-going evaluation.  This course is 
for student who would actively participate in the mitigation of deteriorating 
conditions that lead to “mayday” emergencies.  Course will cover: 
effective communications and radio control, “mayday” definition, RIT 
responsibilities and activation, evaluation of case studies, command and 
control for rescue activities, effective resource management, staging 
considerations, critical incident stress management, and special 
operations support needs.

Interior Firefighting: Live Fire Exercises (ELIF) or Interior Firefighting:

b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up, Interior Firefighter, or Bucks Basic 
Academy, or FF-1
c.  Gear: PPE & SCBA
d.  Description: This 16 hour course will provide the student with a review 
and application of the techniques used in safe firefighting practices in an 
actual fire environment. Emphasis is placed on safety for both interior and 
exterior operations.  Students are required to have Essentials of Fire 
Fighting before taking this class. Students who participate in this class 
are not permitted to wear beards or facial hair. Students must be 18 years 
of age to take this class. Students are required to bring turn out gear, 
Self-Contained Breathing Apparatus. Students are also asked to bring a 
spare S.C. B.A. cylinder. A turnout gear inspection will take place prior to 
students going into live fires. The cost of this class is $100.00 per student. 
This class is limited to 30 students. STUDENTS MUST BRING A COPY 
OF ESSENTIALS OR ELIF-4 INTERIOR CERTIFICATE AND PRESENT 
THEM TO THE INSTRUCTOR. FAILURE TO DO SO WILL DISQUALIFY 

STUDENTS FROM PARTICIPATION IN THE CLASS.  STUDENTS WILL 
REPORT TO THE CAMBRIA COUNTY FIRE TRAINING SITE, 292 OTT
ROAD, PATTON, PA 16668.

4.  Pump 2 Operations (16 HRS) $70.00 Gallardy Classroom
a.  FSC: 0421.008
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up
c.  Gear: PPE
d.  Description: This course is designed to instruct the student in 
advanced techniques of operating pumps. Topics covered include friction 
loss, relay pumping, master streams, elevated master streams. This 
course will introduce the student to advanced concepts and methods of 
fire pump operation. Students must have taken Pump I as a prerequisite 
for this class. The cost of this program is $70.00 per person. Students 
must be at least age 18. STUDENTS WILL REPORT TO THE CAMBRIA 
COUNTY FIRE TRAINING SITE, 292 OTT ROAD, PATTON, PA 16668.

5.  Confined Space Rescue (CSR) (16 HRS) $70.00  Burn Building 
Classroom
a.  FSC: 0324.008 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up, Basic Rigging for Rope Rescue (ROBR) 
or Rope / High Angle Rescue I (RORE) and Respiratory Protection I 
(REPR) or DHBR
c.  Gear: Helmet with chin strap, clean leather gloves, eye protection, 
work or hiking boots, knee pads if possible, outdoor work clothing or 
coveralls appropriate for weather conditions, and SCBA. TURN OUT 
GEAR IS NOT ACCEPTABLE. Students may supply additional personal 
or department equipment, but all such equipment is subject to inspection
and/or rejection by the instructors prior to use.
d.  Description: Students will learn plans of operation, tools, labor 
resources, and manipulation skills required to perform safe removal of 
victims from limited space confinement. Emphasis is placed on safety 
and the psychological effects of confined space rescue. Students will 
participate in team rescue scenarios. STUDENTS WILL REPORT TO 
THE CAMBRIA COUNTY FIRE TRAINING SITE, 292 OTT ROAD, 
PATTON, PA 16668.

6.  Structural Collapse Operations Level II (SCOF) (16 HRS) $100.00 
-Piper Classroom
a.  FSC: 0745.008 
b.  Prerequisites: Age 18 and up, Structural Collapse Operations Level I 
(SCOA), Confined Space Rescue (CSR), and Building Construction 
Principles: Fire Resistive and Non-Combustible - NFA or Building 
Construction Principles: Wood and Ordinary Construction – NFA
c.  Gear: Helmet with chin strap, clean leather gloves, eye protection, 
hearing protection, work or hiking boots, knee pads if possible, outdoor 
work clothing or coveralls appropriate for weather conditions. Turn out 
gear with the additional protection listed above is acceptable. Students 
may supply additional personal or department equipment, but all such 
equipment is subject to inspection and/or rejection by the instructors prior
to use.
d.  Description: This course gives fire department and rescue personnel 
the knowledge and skills necessary to operate effectively at incidents 
involving the collapse of light frame and heavy wall structures. Students 
are given extensive hands-on instruction in structure assessment, 
emergency shoring and stabilization, breaching building materials and 
patient packaging and extrication. STUDENTS WILL REPORT TO THE 
CAMBRIA COUNTY FIRE TRAINING SITE, 292 OTT ROAD, PATTON,
PA 16668.

7. Tank Truck Emergency Response Workshop (16 HRS) $70 {final
classroom location TBD
a. FSC: 2022-0011.008
b. Prerequisites: Age 16
Dedicated to tank truck emergency response and was designed with the 
fire and emergency response communities in mind. Safe Transportation 
Training Specialists (STTS) has gathered a unique collection of cargo 
tank models, props, simulators and combined them with a multi-media 
presentation to facilitate a state of the art training experience that will be 

remembered for years to come. Students will be introduced to the follow-
ing: MC-307-DOT 407, MC-306-DOT 406, MC-312 DOT 412, MC 331, 
MC-338. This course will be limited to 30 students, attendance prefer-
ence will be given to Cambria County Hazardous Materials Team 
members, hazardous materials team members from Region 13, and 
Cambria County Fire personnel . There are no prerequisites for this
 program.

LOCATION
The Cambria County Fire School will hold its annual fire training weekends at the Cambria Heights High School located at 426 Glendale Lake
Road.
Directions are as follows:
Traveling North on SR 219, Follow 219 North until Carrolltown. At the first traffic light in Carrolltown, make a right onto East Carroll St. or SR 4015. 
Stay on that road for approximately 5 miles until you come into the town of Patton. At the first traffic light in Patton at 5th & Magee St. make a 
right. Go through the next light and cross over a set of railroad tracks and a small bridge. This will be route 36 South-follow that and you will pass 
a Sheetz store and St. George’s on your left, then you will come to a Y in the road at 0.2 of a mile. Bear to your left onto Glendale Lake Road. 
You will be turning off of SR 36 at this point. Continue on this road for 0.7 of a mile and the high school will be on your left-hand side. Traveling 
South on SR 219 you come to Carrolltown, at the traffic light you will make a left onto East Carroll St. or SR 4015; refer to the above directions 
as indicated after the turn at the light in Carrolltown. Traveling SR 22 East or West, you will get on Route 219 North and follow the directions
traveling SR 219 North.

Traveling from Altoona Area via 220 North or South, get off of the Plank Road Exit - If traveling North, turn left off of exit. If traveling South turn 
right. Look for signs for SR 36 North and stay on that for approximately 20 miles. You will come to a Y in the road and you will want to make a 
hard right on Glendale Lake Road - at this point you will be turning off SR 36. Signs will be there pointing the way to Prince Gallitzin State Park
After you make a hard right the school will be 0.7 miles on your left.

ALL STUDENTS WILL REPORT TO THE CAMBRIA HEIGHTS HIGH SCHOOL, UNLESS THEY ARE TAKING CLASS WITH A DIFFERENT 
FIELD SITE WHICH WILL BE INDICATED IN THE COURSE DESCRIPTION. PLEASE CHECK THE COURSE DESCRIPTION CAREFULLY.
